The unlawful act 
of th«* governments of these two state's, is a great- 
er .menace to Ann rican Ills rly. than all the tin- 
lawful acts committed by labor unions, since th«- 
date they first organited in the mind of oppressed 
labor.

If our courts 
will punish the rich lawbreaker as fearlessly and 
with as much seventy as they punish the poor 
man who is guilty of crime, the dangers that 
menace American liberty will soon have passed 
away. But so long as special privileges is given 
by Congress to the few, and dishonest corporation 
scoundrels are immune from punishment, the very 
foundation of our government is in danger. How­
ever, if the Ohio courts w ill succeed in placing 
John D. Rockefeller in jail, the people w ill feel 
assured that the nation has passed the turning 
point of evil days and that the future is brighten­
ing with promise.
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Hie Farmers Institute that will meet at the 
Werely-Cain hall, in this city today, merit the 
attendance of everv farmer, fanner's w if and 
tanner's sons and «laughtera. The better we 
understand any business in which we may be en­
gaged, the more interesting and pleasant it be­
comes to us.

The merchant, the lawyer, the doctor, 
the teacher and neuspaiwr man must have a fair 
knowledge of his busine-i, or failure seems 
assured.

The business of farming b not an exception to 
tfim sune rule. In agriculture, the intelligent 
fanner must neceswtnly understand the nature of 
the soil he cultivates. He must, also, understand 
the nature of the gram, fruit or vegetable he 
grows. He must, if he is successful, understand j 
the principle of crop roiatf«-n. if he would pre 
serva trie fertility of his land. If a stock breeder. 
W-‘ should well understand that like produces like 
in stock breedfr.ir and that certain classes and 
breeds of stock answers a desired purpose, more 
satisfactorily crian other classes or breeds.

The ftinnre learns these facts by his own ex­
perience and the experience of others, lie is a 
wise man who ran preceive and accept the g)xxi 
and reject the l»ad. of a neighbor's experience. 
At our Institute, the four gentlemen who will de­
liver lectures, are m< n who make a s|>ecialty of 
the business of which he will talk about .Their 
wide experiences in their ¡«articular lines must, of 
necessity have taught thwn man) things that are 
yét to be k^am.sl by the average, ordinary fanner. 
These gentlemen will be here for die pur¡»>s«' of 
'é'l’no 'hi rr'ill's of heir endravoTt. They are 
ahxiuus that all farmers should benefit by the 
knowledge they have acquired by experience.

Another feature of the Institute will be the dis­
cussion of the various subjects that may be called 
out Perhaps, even, these masters of their ¡•ar­
ticular lines, may leam something from the ex­
perience of the most modest of farmers. It is the 
interchange of ideas that makes the institute of ■ 
value to die fanner, die stockman and die house­
wife. The Grange is. and has been, of value to 
the fanner, for this same reason.
