Surely there 
wi.l be sotm t ting doing next June when the Com­
missioners meet at toe nations eapitol and coin- 
p .re notes.

l .i our ow n state of Oregon, the legislature is 
now wrestling with tne railroad problem down ati 
Salem, la* .islation of some sort will bo enacted 
I «King to Kmng the people relief from extortion­
ate f reight Cnarges and for the cure of the short- 
a c of cars for ireig.it purjxiscs. Just how effect­
ive tms legislation will be, depends upon iiow 
■strong an inllueiicv the railroads can bring to bear 
iq>on leg.«1 dors The railroads are well aware 
t al some sort of legislation on thia subject will Im- ; 
enacted; but it will not be tneir fault if the sting­
er of any legislation enacted, is not removed be-; 
fore its enactment into law. For this reason the 
railroads maintain a lobby at Salem conqxised of 
men who are |>ast must« rs in the art of making 
I -gislation liarmeh-ss to tneir masters, tiie rail- 
ro ids. It may be expected, then, that any rail­
nail legislation ena t« «i at this session, will be of 
a very nnld hoi a*o|othic nature, whose principle 
o ijecl will be t«» haifway pacify the people and yet 
n >t put tne railroads to any great trouble.

T..e News thinks railroads are making a great 
mistake in nut submitting to in xlerate regulatory; 
I -gislation. **y pulling t ,e stinger from any law ' 
1. al may be enacted nt Salem relative to railroad 
c 'idroll, they are but pre|>aring the way for more 
drastic legigiution in the future through the invo­
cation of toe Initiative. Mr. Harrmuin and Mr. 
Hili and ail other railway men of lesser importance 
may just as well j repare to submit to the inevi­
table. Sooner or later they, as well as ail other* 
who control! railroads in Oregon, will have to sub­
mit to r guiatory law. Tney cannot expect to

Il may r«-quirv years to bring 
a «out a disjx'sition on tne |>art of the railroads to 
be gixsl, obey the law and treat the »x-ople justly i 
bi t it will finally lx* a complished. Even if thi 
pr sent gn at rai.road kings have to be deposec. 
and tne js-ople through the government las* 
c arge of the roads in order to control! them, it ’ 
will lie done.
