Every 
man, while he insist« that ne should lie justly 
dealt with, should lie no less willing to deal justly 
with others If we. one and all. would live up to 
something near the Golden Rule, **Do unto others 
as ye would have them do unto you,’’ happiness 
and contentment would, in a great measure, 
place misery and discontent.

This pru|»ensity. however, i-. co.*xi tent w ith the 
hmnuri family. When the Ten Commandments 
were given to num as a rule of action, the main 
central theme wa io prohibit stealing and covet- 
uousnesa. and in order to enforce the principle of 
justice and right encorporated in this brief [Mirtion 
of Holy Writ, governments have been instituted 
by and among men.

Think, if you will, of any evil or wrong; of any 
u -t of oppre> ion; of crime m anv of its devious 
a id tortuou « wa . and you will find selfisnnesH 
and an effort to obtain ; >ini ttang for nothing, the 
basic chiis«*. But for this pruiieiisitv our courts 
would be useless, our a'ate and national govern­
ments almost wholly unnec< ary If all men 
were controlled by a mirit of fairness and justice; 
if all men Were willing to rend a fair and just 
r piivalent for w l at the. obtain and all lived in 
see •rdance w ith the urmcipl. - of the golden rule, 
progress would be at an end, for if such conditions 
prevailed, perfection would Im* obtained and pro­
gress nvee- H.ll lly. Would be imp's |b|e.

Reasoning from the viewpoint of perfection, it 
is probably best that men are not wholly unselfish, 
n *r absolutely honest, f><r tne reason that there is 
r Min'for progress something belter to strive for. 
T» take away all incentive to progress and all de- 
s re to <tu better and be better, which a condition 
oi perfection would do. and you would destroy 
h<iman happiness.

Therefore, it is probably best that there should 
lx* some evil in the world. Why. if evil did not 
ex'st it would be impusible for us to see or know 
ut the good We can only know of the good, by 
having the evil with which to make the cornpari- 
s m. Yet evil exists in most too large chunks in 
many places in the world in fa-t. in most places. 
In all of our large cities evil so predominates, that 
almost continuous reformation is necessary and 
occasionally a s >rt of revival hi reformation is re- 
q lired in order to . ..............piilibruim. Such a re­
vival of reformation is now in progress in San 
Francisco. And when you sift the evil of the Bay 
City t<> tlie bottom, you find tne effort to obtain 
so nettling for nothing tne under ymg cause. But 
for this propensity Mayor Sinitz and B*»ss Reuf 
would not now be entangled in the meshes of the 
la v. But for the effort to obtain something for 
notidng, many of our Oregon citizens would not 
now la* doing lime in prisons or w ho are resting 
under indictment with a fair prospect of having 
to serve terms in prison.

While evil seems u n.*cessary element in our 
moral economy, (for without evil there would lx* 
no need °f a system of moial ethics) it is wisdom 
to hold it in subserviency in tne condition of a 
s rvant ra her than a master. When evil becomes 
the master, as hi the case of San Francisco, no 
end of trouble is caused, yet. in the end. right 
must and always does prevail.

if all men were taught that if they commit evil 
acts that ’hey must pay the uenaitv, either in to>» 
world or hi the next and that th.-rg was no possi­
bility of shifting the burden of guilt upon some 
one else*s shoulders, they would think a great 
many tunes before doing a wrong knowingly. ?\s 
selfishness and a desire to obtain something fur 
•’»thing are the basic causes of human 
wrong doing, it should lx* the duty 
p.rent and teacher, so far as |x»ssitde to 
and h'>ld in check these propensities, in 
and building up the cnanu ter of the child, 
u certain amount of selfishness and a desire to 
accumulate, are necessary, if one would get on in 
the world, tney should not Is* allowed to cause one 
to injure or wrong another. Neither, is tne ex­
treme of »"Itisnness profligacy desirable. The 
g.xid citizen, as between these extremes, occupies 
a medium position. He may lx* a good man. yet 
lean toward selfishness, or he may Ih* a good man 
and is most always called "A good fellow” if he 
is somewhat profligate; but he is never rat<*d a 
gcxxl man if he practices obtaining something for 
uuUungr Obtaining something for nothing, isi
