The railroads, therefore, according to the erm 
of the grant, are under no obligation to s*-ll ti« 
la ds under such conditions. The S. P. company 
well knows if there was no timber u|>un the.- 
lands, then* wot.Id be no applications to purchase. 
Indeed, a vast majority tf me lands an- wnoli.. 
ui lit for homes ami men would nut take them as a 
gift if they were denuded of timber. Hence, ti « 
railroads w ill i ot be distiirtx-d by the flurr, and 
bluster of those* who prel< nd to be actual settler. , 
but w ho are actual sp<-culators in st ad.

The railroad rompa :y. ho doubt, i» violating the 
»p rit and intent of tne law cr< aline the grant. 
In a few instances men apply to pure ase. who 
want the land upon winch to build homes; but 
s ich men do not mak * selections of land vaiuabie 
only for the timber 1. al ia growing upon it. Tney 
would select land that would be valuable for agri- 
cullural or stock pur|H*. < s. after Ix-mg cleared 
of timlx*r. Hence, when men apf ly to punchas - 
the heavily timla-red lands well up on the momi­
ta.ns and w hich Would be worinless after the tim­
ber is removed, the railroads can safely question 
the motives of a purchaser of t at class.

An actual settler, is contemplated by the law , 
is a home builder one who contemplates making 
the land sought, a jx-nnam-nl hoin«*. i’iiereíore it 
the land is until for a home and is valueless with 
the timber remov»"d, the railroads and me cours 
would lx* justifiable in questioning the motive of a 
m in who seeks to purchase such lands.

In these days w:ien in.-n are Ix-ing ,»ros«*cuted 
for wrongfully ai.d fraudulently acquiring govern­
ment land, the term “Act ial settler“ is apt to ix* 
literally interpreted as a “Home build« r. ” No 
d »ibt the S. P. company is w rongfully holding 
these timber lands for s|>eculative purposes. B it 
the NEWS fails to see that it w ill help matters by 
U> .ing the land away rrom one speculator and 
turning it over to another.

The government saould declare these lands the 
S P. and other railroads ar * holding, forfeit a:id 
h i.-e the n revert bi-s to t.u g>.*er.nn *nt. T len 
let the lands lx* sold t > tne lumbermen at their 
actual value and th«- proceeds applied to the bene- 
ti of till the people. Eno igh money could be 
r alized from the sal«- of the land that tne S. P. 
is wrongfully holding, tu buy the railroad, should 
t .e timber be sokl at its present stm«q>age value.
