Atsive ail. every dairyman should keep an accu­
rate account of each cow in his herd, the amount 
and kind of forsl consumed, etc., if he would know 
whetner the dairy |>ays and how much. He should 
also make it a point to produce nearly all tlu- feed 
consumed on the tarin. While bran and oil meal 
s *ems necessary occasionally, tneir places can be 
almost wholly supplnsl by cheaper foods which 
cati Im* produced at home. All of the • facts can 
be developed by careful exoenence of the dairy- 
man himself, and a close study of the experiments 
of others The greatest degree of success will 
suit to the dairyman woo gives lux business 
c."M' t t nit« ilig'-ht att.-'.t i'-n.

At all events, what na­
ture I.us faded to supply, the hand of tne indus­
trious dairyman can provide. Our farmers are not 
slow to perceive wnat nature evidently intended 
the forks of the Santiam to Im- the banner dairy 
section of the Willamette Valley. They see that 
the time-honored business of grain raising must Im* 
abandoned and give way to a more remunerative 
iM-cupation. The gradual decrease in the number 
of bushels of wheat or oats per acre admonishes 
the observant farmer that the soil is calling loudly 
for a change, and the dairy and utner stuck indus­
try affords, easily, the moat natural change.

Tile farmer who takes up the dairy for a change 
should give it his most intelligent thought. The 
better he makes the conditions, the more success­
ful the result will be. To this end a plentiful sup­
ply of the standard agricultural j"urnui-* and |M*ri- 
odicals of the day should Im- on his table, not mer­
ely as an ornament, but to be read carefully and 
studied. As all learning is obtained by our own 
touught and experience, and that of other thinkers 
and experimenters, no opportunity to learn the 
methods and results of the experience of others 
Should be neglected. For this reason, the progres­
sive farmer and dairyman reads auricultural jour­
nals and attends farmers' institutes and clubs.

Tbe first thing necessary for the grain farmer markets, resulting in lower prices, 
who contemplates dairying, ia to provide plenty of 
grass for the dairy herd he purposes to assemble. 
Tne herd having been selected, the dairyman 
should as quickly as possible become intimately ac­
quainted with his cows. He should know just what 
rution and how much should be given to produce 
tiie lx-Ht How of milk. An accurate record of the 
number of pounds of milk each cow produced 
daily should Im* kept. Every cow, as everyone 
knows, is not a good milker, neither in quality nor 
quantity. Frequent tests for butter fat of the 
milk of each cow should Im- made. By a close ob­
servation of this record, it will soon be shown 
which cow is the money maker and which the 
loser. The money losing cow should 1h* disposed 
of to the butcher as stsm as practical. By a sys­
tematic course of weeding out of cows of jmor 
quality and judicious breeding, the herd can lie de­
veloped to a degree of excellence that w ill Im* pro­
ductive of an ever-increasing bank account. A 
model dairy herd having been selected, the food, 
feeding and care of the herd should be a matter of 
profound study. The flow of milk should Im- ob­
served closely when a change of fixxl is made. As 
a rule, the fat producing f mmI is not the best for a 
milk cow. For this reason, grasses, cloverand 
vetches are regarded as giMsl fissl lor the cow. Sil- 
ege for winter feeding is thought t » la? necessary 
by our best dairymen. It should Im- the aim t*» 
have some feed in a green state, or as nearly in 
that condition as possible, for the dairy cow every 
month in the year. This can be done by having 
green corn to cut and feed from the middle of July 
on till the fall grass arrives, and a well filled silo 
for the frosty winter months. Experience and 
close observation along this line will soon demon­
strate which plan pays.

In handling the dairy cow, absolute kin-’ness

But we must not 
vo to the root of the evil to commence extermina­
tion, is the edict of the Republican congress. The 
apostles of "standpatism" must lx- driven from 
the halls of congress before the work of extirpa­
tion can Im- properly begun. 'President ftooaevelt 
may urosecute the trusts as vigorously as he may, 
and during Ins c *ntinuancy in the presidency, but 
be will never make any |x*rmanent headway until 
the nxit of the evil, the tariff, is revised.
