Kill th«, pit with river 
boulders ami cuars«-gravel to witam one toot of 
tne lop Arrang-' tne drairFpipe from the well to 
flow into tins re«.<*ptacle and tnen finish filling with 
earth. By occa «lonaily throwing.! »mail quantity 
of chloride oi him* into the trough or plj«e, the 
waste water from tne well i- neaiti.fully disposed 
of. Closets can be kept healthful ami inoffensive 
by applying wood ashes.

in addition to the above, if we would iM-autify 
our towu and keep it in a pre>eii able condition to 
visitor*, we must remove all rubinsn, tmdi and 
unsightly weeds from th«- tn«’ str< *k. alleys ami 
lots, ’true, Scio is handicap|«ed by not having di­
rect railway comitction. But this should not cause 
us to be slovens, it shuulu mil prevent us from 
cleaning up and looking pretty.

laiicly our business men nave commenced the 
very cominendaide practice qf iiolicnq the street 
in trout id their business places res|»ectively. Al­
bany business men do tins every Mondav morning 
and Scio does w ell to <««|juw the example. This 
spirit snukt spread through the entire u>wn. An 
hour or two, speut w.-esiy in cleaning up tne stre<«t 
about our homes and places of b«sim>s, will »ooh 
give an air ot neatness to our town which is most 
uesirable. If we will we can have tne cleanest 
ami ma.liiiest town in tin- s’ate.

The failure to convict a leadvrofone of th«* larg 
est o* our labor organizations of the crime of con­
spiracy to commit murder, by the Idaho courts 
suggeata the question in one a mind: “Who are 
the law breakers?” Because of th«* fact t^at t ere 
is g nerally more or less lawlessness conn«*ct< d 
wit i milr «id tr.i ilm- - and trif t n. opinion if.i 
grown up in the minds of many p««>ple tint this 
lawlessness is piann«*d ami 
oi tne laoor organizations, 
opinion is well founded.

Men who have sufficient
direct the machi ery of one of tlmse large lalstr 
orders, are smart enough to know that the respect 
and good will of th«* law-abiding ami law r< sp«*ct- 
ing peopl«* is a necessary asset for the permanent 
success of any organisation. Hence, it would he 
suicidal for any laliur organisation to allow the m- 
presaion to go out tnat it wa» a society of law 
breakers. It is, therefore, unreasonable to think 
that the labor leaders, men who din*ct the laoor 
unions, are wilfull law breakers. On tin* contrary, 
they have every reason to counsel thbir followers 
to ofx*y the law-.

Yet, it is a fact that there is mon* or less law­
lessness connected with every lal»«r strike. And 
it would be remarkable if tiiis was not tiue. La­
bor organizations are com|»>sed of various kinds 
ami cla-ses of men. Some of them are exception- 
nbly bright and men of g«»»l judgment, while 
otners have room in their heads for but one idea at 
a time. Some are cool ami level-neaded, while 
others are excitable and rattle-braimsl. zX.ll that 
is naceaaary to entitle one to become u member is 
that he works with his hands at some particular 
class of labor, it is. then, not a question of won­
der that men are received into the yrgaiiizations 
who are rattle-he-deu und act impetuously. They 
commit depreiintions ami crimes for which the 
leaders are held re»|x»ns'ble.

Such was the case in the lat«* trial at Boise. Yet. 
after a trial almost unprecedented in length, in 
which the stat«* was aided by a star sleuth of the 
Pinkertons in the gathering of evidence, ami tried 
tiefore a jury that had no sympathy, |*articularly, 
for labor organizations, the state inglor«ously fail«*d 
to make out its contention.

Yet. because of the failure to convict in this 
case, the fact has not been diaoroven that th«* 
Western F<deration of Miners organization is en­
tirely tree of crime. But the fact was pretty well 
established that Mr. Haywood was not connect«*d 
in his official capacity with the commission of the 
crime charged. If the leaders of ».his organization 
are guilty of aiding ami abetting crime, the fact is 
yet to be proven. Nor have labor leaders, in the 
many attempts in the past, been convictod of crime 
of any considerable importance.

If criminality is to be sought out, a far better 
field is to be found in the ranks of men who em­
ploy the members of the lalmr organizations. A 
much richer field in which to hunt for crime, in 
the State of Colorado, would Ih* among the mine­
owners. or among the people that a Gugenheimer 
unblushingly states he bought an elec ion to the 
United States Senate. It is only recently that the 
Federal courts liav«* commenced to hunt out th«* 
criminals in .he various public land states ami to 
investigate the railroads, trusts «nd other cor|>ora- 
tions. Wherever the dragnet has been cast, it has 
net been taken up **mpty. in these various fields 
just enumerated, crime exists in an abundance 
which humilitates us before the nations of the 
worid. And in the investigations so far, we have *iuct|ve of oetler results man a tine, no i atter how 
b t uncover«! a small i«art of th«* rottenness, dis- 
h • testy and crime with which th«* capitalistic 
daises are infested. The big rascals have gone 
unprosecuted and unpunis «*d so long, that they 
co isWer themselves alm«>st inin.une of the law. 
They think law was enacted for the laboring and 
proiucing classes to obey without question, but 
th »t the matter is optionary with t..ems« lves. An­
other somewhat anomalous feature of the business 
is, th *se law-breaking, law-defying, preilatorv cor 
porat »ns and capitalistic classes are the people 
pie who instigate the prosecution of the tabor le •«! 
era, whenever th«* labor organizations dare to as 
Seri t.ie«r rights and privileges. 1
