THEY PURPOSELY MISQUOTE HIM

T IS exceedingly st ran-t- thnt our gr»*a’ news­
papers, such as the Chicago Tribune, the St. 
Paul Pioneer Press anti tne P irflantl Oregonian, 

will continually misstate Mr. Bryan’s imsition rela­
tive tu the government ownership ->f railrtab . 
These pu|H-rs insist that Mr. Bryan is crawfishing 
on this question, and do *s .«■ for the purjiose of 
securing the nomination from the Democratic con­
vention next vear.

When .Mr Br an returne* from his foreign tot r 
in his first public address, he defined his position, 
(giving it as his »“-r-'-'Kil opinion only I on govern­
ment ownership ami ojier*tion of the railroads. 
This was before Congress had attempted any re*i- 
ulutory legist <tion, the niilri ud* were as arroga’t 
and domim-eritig ik at any ncriod since t*»e organi­
zation of the fir t r.iilroa I company and the federal 
control idea was in its ineipie t stages.

.Mr Bryan thought then, and probabk does yet 
think, government ownership the ultimate solution 
of the railroad question, lie then, evidently, 
thougl t that al'.-uiluh' ow ••r- ip was the only fea­
sible plan by which the g »v -rn ue >t could exercise 
complete and effective c intril. Mr. Bryan was. 
no doubt, influenced in this thought by the fact 
tliul the railroad» had always souuht some means 
or plan to eva e olieying the law in the post, ami 
they would, proba ly, continue I» do so in th«- fu­
ture, if it suited their pl asure to do so. There­
for»-, so long as the railroads remained in private 
ownership, any regulatory laws would exercise, at 
most, but partial control.

Since .Mr. Bryan ma le his New Y »rk speech, 
C.iiivri--.* ha-‘'i.ait lit.’, a '.<•>>. ¡t ¡.--Ji"! I'd. will 
exercise a siitisfaet.irv control of the railroads in 
the way of freight an I p.i; »enger tariffs and iii 
tiie operation yf th«- roads. Mr. Bryan, ns well as 
every other advocate of government ownership, 
would Im* glad if these regulatory la**s. with am­
endments in the future found necessary, will silve 
the problem. He mid they would prefer the roads 
should remain in private hands, if government 
control can lie mail«* effective. For this reason, he 
desire s the pre ent rx|s*riinent to Im- given every 
opportunity bl make g.x»d. and while he does not 
ex|M*ct tin- ex|H-riment to tie a success, he hopes 
that it may.

It is, then, not onlv unfair for the big ne vi- 
juipers t<> inistat • or distort Mr. Br a i's vi -ws ai 
they are doing, for such statements are absolutely 
untrue as well, and they know it.

Most all of the lug newspapers claim to is- inde­
pendent ami unfettered in their editorial utter­
ances. As'«master of fact, the reverse is true. 
They are the rankest of imrlisan sheets We do 
not think they are partisan in dealing with polit­
ical issues; but on all questions in which the views 
or intere* is of their real masters, ’’(’ ipitalism,” 
are involved, they exhibit their |«artisanism in­
stantly. In all questions in which capitalism and 
the producing, or working classes, differ, there is 
never a question as to the color of the editorial 
opinions of these m*ws|iapera. la-t the interests 
of cipitalism in general t»e in question, ami they 
w ill fly to the re scue instantly. In their opinions, 
capitalists, as a class, ran never lie wrong. The 
inter st.s of capital must la- defend«! at all haz­
ards. regardless of the interests of the producing 
or working classes.

Mr. Bryan views economic questions through a 
different pair of -p" *t u-li-s W tie he would pro­
tect capital by law, he would, also, protect the in- 
t' re-st s of tii«1 producing or working classes as well. 
He would require* all. rich or poor, to obey the law; 
but would pro’ecl the interests of the producers 
from the predatory designs of corporate and capit­
alistic greed.

In doing this Mr. Brian incurs the displeasure* 
of capitalism. Through its servants, the big news- 
pa|M*rs, capitalism w ill hesitate at nothing to break 
down any !•■>. islative or other |s>litical movement 
* neo im. lit curtail or control it.isnecial privileges. 
Mr. Bryan is regarded by capitalism as a menace 
to the sjte.nal privileges and protection it enjova, ’ 
and. in order to prevent him or the reforms he ad­
vocates from coming to the front, the big news- 
p:i|H is misrepresent and misquote his public utter­
ances.

But it is useless, gentlemen, to kick against the 
inevitable. These re-forms are coming just as rap­
idly as tne people an- becoming educated to their 
usefuln • <s. Nor w ill all the ridicule of which the 
great new.s|>a|M*rs are past masters, avail again.it 
i e adopt on of many of the reforms which the 
eloquence of Mr. Bryan, in a great measure- has 
|H»pulariz<s|. Mr. Bryan may never Im- president 
Neither did the Populist party ever gravitate to

he telex; ha ph ers’ strike, which now 
involve all of the commercial telegraph 
lines of the United States and Canaria, can I 

only result in disaster to some one or more of th«* 
interests involved. As the buain«*M of the country ' 
is dependent largely upon the telegraph lines km a 
medium <»f con muniiatif n, they will experience 
great inconvenience, if not Io'*.*, until the muddle 
im adjuMt«*d.

The demands of the striking U-legrapher» are: An ! 
increase of 15 per cent, in their salaries, an eight - j 
hour day, t > T»e furnished typewriters by the tele­
graph companit-s and the recognition of the tele­
graphers’ union by the companies.

Should the n’rike be pre»tract'-d. it will «tM-il dis 
aster to the telegraph compani«-*. for it is utterly' 
irnpotwible for men or women who ikmshhm the nec­
essary technical knowledge, to take the places of 
the strikers. Il will be demoralizing, if not disaa- 
f.ntus, to many lines of buaifiess t int depend upon 
the telegraph as n means of communication. Should 
the »trike be extended to include the railway tele 
gr.ipiiers. .’m*n t he busiiii-sA if 
would suffer a paralysis in a more- or less degree 
The striking operators will, perhata. sufft r less 
than any other class of people affected; for the 
raasM there is s ,i .|.. ricara in al­
most every, line of business at the present time, 
tiiat all can wisiiy get employment in other fields 
of employment.

This business difficulty serves to show upon what 
unstable basis our business lite dejtends in some of 
its imrticulars. As the businessman bases his pro­
fits larg ly upon the attendant risks, it follows that 
the more risky a business hazard is. tne greater 
the profit must be. Transversiv. the less the risk 
the smaller the profit required. Hence, in order 
to build a stable business, every risk or uncertainty 
tha* can In* eliminated, the better for the man of 
business ami all concerned.

Suppose. f«»r instance, that a strike of telegraph 
1 operators was impossible? The telegraph com­
panies not having the strike contingency to reckon 
m its eslimateil expenu* account, could pay the op­
erators a l>etter wage, give them a shorter day and 
furnish their |«atmns a cheaper service,. In other 
words, reduce the telegraph service to an absolute 
certainty so far as the o|M-rators are concerned, 
and you would remove the element of risk from 
the exiwnse account. All other exp«mscs can lie 
reckoned with almost absolute certainty, while the 
strike is something unknown. Nor can it he known 
so long as the telegraph lines remain in private 
hands and dictate what the pay shall be and how 
long an ojierator must remain at the key.

Suppose the telegraph should lw plac<*d ‘in an 
absolutely stable basis, as the |M>stal business now 
is Did you ever hear of a strike among |x»stmas- 
ters or railway jsistal agents? Postmasters of 
small, im,H*cuniuus ollices sometimes resign; and 
rail a ay mail clerks occasionally quit because of ill- 
health or a desire to engage in other business. But 
who ever heard of a strike in either branch of the 
service?

The federal experiment of the transmission of 
the mails has ever been a satisfactory success, 
frue. there is a imatal deficiency at the end of each 
fiscal year. B it this, everybody knows, is need­
less. if the railway mail service should l>e relieved 
of the enormous "gr ift” in tne charge for mail 
cars. The deficiency is paid from the general fund 
and everybody is satisfied. Yet no one would see 
tne transmission of minis returned to private man­
agement because of this deficiency.

Now, the telegraph service could lie handled, by 
the government, in the same way that our postal 
affairs are handled. Then telegraphers' strikes 
would become, like postmasters* strikes, something 
unheard of or unthinkable. The telegraph busi­
ness would then be absolutely stable, the operators 
satisfied and the patrons would enjoy a busi ess 
stability not now po sible.

Tne tendency of all strikes of workers in trans- 
liortation lines, telegraph service, etc., is simply 
emphasizing the demand for government owner­
ship. Some method must be devised by which the 
difference arising between employe and employer 

ican be amicably and speedily adjusted, or there 
will be such an universal demand for relief through 

'government ownership generated, that it cannot 
oe denied.
