The terrible 
pace begun when the first fra me struc­
ture «as started baa not abated. The 
point bee been rroched where rvanlts 
are liegmning to show, and with thia 
haa come a new seat lor the vast work.

Hine» the Are building» have been 
I »gun to cost 1100,000,000—five times 
as much aa In any similar period of 
time before the fire. They rang«- all 
the way from the »mall structure to 
•kyxrariers 14 or lb stcriea high. It 
i- as Un i.-n a Vni l;nk- w. r- i»gtm 
every day to cost |)H<l,000. There is 
no sign of a decreaae, although it is 
eipected tliat there wili lie a natural 
falling off over the winter months. 
The remarkable frotuie of the matter, 
however, is the »lability of the »avinga 
accorrnU. Predictions were friwly male 
tl>at Kan Francisr-o could tie built only 
upon the saving* of Its citlaena. Al- 
ttiougl. 1100,000,000 in buildings are 
under «ay or completed, the aavings 
accounts In tbe l<»c*l lauika bate shown 
i>ut a small do-r<w*e and atill stand al 
the comfortable figure of 1167,000,• KM).

It ha« been pointed out tliat it re- 
qttited two years for Baltimore to erect 
buildings to coat |60,000,OUU after It» 
tire, but Han FTam i«’« lisa done four 
tirnea a» well in aia months less time.
