ASHES COVER THE QROUNO.

Noma and Vicinity Burled In Volcanic 
Eruptive Matter.

Heattie, Nov. 30.—A special to the 
Morning rime, from Nome anta Nome 

' and probably the entire Seward penin­
sula i. .brooded in an ashy haa« and 
the ground for miles ia covered eeveral 
iochea de«'p w ith a fine gntly powdet, 
which i. believed to l«e voloanic ash.

The .torm began setenil days ago, 
the dual blowing in from the ireab, 
but al first little attention was paid to 
the freak of nature, aa it waa expected 
tliat It would soon c«uuw Ingtaad, 
however, the fall <x>ntinii«vl, and after 
a day became so dtnae m to seriously 
interfere with outdoor pursuits. Min- 
»hi coming Into town reported tliat for 
miles the .now waa ao impregnated 
with tne tuilic. that sledding wa. al­
most itnp-waiiile. Further, the air 1» 
80 full of aahru tliat breathing >* diffi­
cult and th* fine powder ban aifted into 
boutea and basin««.« placi-e to soch an 
extent that it i. thick on th. floor, an.I 
on everything in the «ray of g.oda and 
household furniture.
