Ttie cvHitroller of the currency will 
draignate throughout the c -iintry cer 
tain redemption clt m, *o that there 
ala I • a r- I I A w ’ ■ at
least 24 hour»' reach of every national 
hank. The national banka will indi­
cate to tba controller ■■( the currency to 
what r«-lr->ip ion cdy th-y with to ba 
joined. The controller «III then select 
a time ai <1 piace a ithin ewi h rr-deuip-< 
lion district for the organising vf Hal 
district in the following manner

Each national iiank In that district, 
regard lee» of ita capital stock, will tie 
entitled to one vole, 
of the lank, will meet 
place draignated and 
manager* to eonaiet of

• ill become a deputy controller of cur­
rency and aaaume control of hi* re­

Each natioiuil ba> k 1» aurh-riaed to 
present to the »«< rotar, ol the 'r«n*ur, 
national bank notes and lawful money 
in lieu of other national bank tnnd ae- 
cured outstanding note« Then, if the 
bank*» appli-at|.,n therefor ia I ado teed 
by the b-ar l of manager» of the re­
demption district to which It belong», 
the bank will receive guaranteed credit 
note» to the amount of it» capital atirk. 
Three note» will be subject to a tai of 
2 per cent |«r annum. Each bank will 
lie required to depo.it aa a guarantee 
fund with the treaanrer of the I'nited 
Blate» fi per cent of ita average deposit» 
(or the preceding 12 month» and & per 
cent of the credit noiea which It take» 
out. The tevenne thua obtained la to 
create and a>ip|a>rt a national guaran­
tee fund of Kilk),000,000 for the guar­
antee of both the dcpo-it* and the out­
atanding lanknotra of every national 
twnk. Eighty per rent of thia fund 1» 
to be invented in United State. Iwinda 
drawing 2 |>er cent Inter«.!, while the 
remaining 20 per cent ia to be deposit­
ed in t>ank» of the variou» redemption 
citir» for the p irpwe of redeeming the 
guaranteed ciedit not«-« of the tanka of 
the variou» redemption diatriit».

When the national guarantee fund 
reachee I.’5,000,000, which would he 
almost almaltaueuiw wUh the birth oi 
the new la«, the govrrrimmt 1» re­
quired to return to the twnka the Unit­
ed State» bond» now held a» aecurity 
for Federal dep<wll», the object bring 
to enable the banka to get control of 
tbe bond«, wo that the government <an 
invrat the HU per cent <>f the guaranteed 
fund in 2 |>er ernt bond» and regain 
control.
