House Opponents.

Washington, March 3.—The tnem- 
tiers of the Washington congri«sional 
delegation are somewhat concerned over 
the ma nitwit unfriendliness shown by 
the Republican lew leni In the house 
toward the A)a»ka-Yukon-I’ariflc espo- 
sit'on bill.
