The Evolution of
Household Remedies.

The modem patent medicine boat* 
new is the natural outgrowth of the 
eld-time household remedies

In the early history of this country, 
EVERY FAMILY HAD IT8 HOME­
MADE MEDICINES. Herb tea* 
bitten. Laxatives and tonic», were to be 
found in almost every house, compound­
ed by the housewife, sometimes assisted 
by the apothecary or the family doctor. 
Such remedies u ptera, which was 
aloes and quassia, diseolved in apple 
brandy. Sometimes a hop tonic, made 
of whivkey, heps and bitter barks. A 
score or more of popular, home-made 
remedies were thus compounded, the 
formulae fcr whu h were passed along 
from house to he use, sometimes written, 
sometime« verbally communicated.

The patent medicine business is a 
natural ontijrowth from this whole­
some, old-time ctutotn. In the begin­
ning, some enterpridng doctor, im- 
pre«Md by the u.«efulncss of one of 
the«e home-made remedies, would take 
it up, improve it in many ways, manu­
facture it on a lar:*e ecale, advertise it 
mainly through almanacs for ths home, 
and thus it would become used over a 
large area. LATTERLY THE HOUSE­
HOLD REMEDY BUSINESS TOOK 
A MORE EXACT AND SCIENTIFIC 
FORM.

Peruna was originally one of these 
old-time remedies. It was used by the 
Kennonitca, of Pennsylvania, before it 
was offered to the public for sale. Dr. 
Hartman, THE ORIGINAL COM­
POUNDER OF PERUNA. is of Men- 
nonite origin. First, hv pr.-scribed it 
for his neighbors ar.d his patients. 
The sale of it inert* cd, and at last he 
established a mnnuf.ctory and fur­
nished it to the general drug trad*

A great deal of lime and la tot have 
been spent by variooa chamieta in in- 
vtstlgsling the composition and prop­
erties of Portland rement. The con­
clusion* drawn from these Investiga­
tion« ata not a I way concordant, but no 
on* dis* nt* from the view that the 
essential ingredient* of tide kind of ce­
ment ar* lime, silica and alamina. 
Other element« ar* alwaya present, 
however, among them being magnesia, 
•<<!*, potaah, iron, phosphorus, man­
ganea*, titanium, etc. Aocording to 
Mea<ie, good cement* »ary considerably 
in composition, but the three Import­
ant Ingredlenat will ran about aa fol­
low*: l.im*. 66 to 67 per oenl; allies, 
lu to 26 ;>*r cent; alumina. 6 to 10 |>*r 
cent, and magnesia ia allowable to the 
extent of 9 to 6 per cvnl.

Home common forme of the firat are 
clay, alíale, and alate, and of the latter 
limeaton*, mar) and «halk.

Although the writer la not personally 
acquainted with the limestone r-gion« 
cf thi* state, It appears that there ate 
at iraat two localities in Northern Ids- 
ho where limestone is found In sbund- 
anee, an.l since clay la alto present, al 
least in spots, in kh* wine district, 
there seem* to l<e go>»- reason for be­
lieving that In the future a great deal 
of the Portland cement used in this 
slate will t>* made at home.
