« ■ he bru«'h in transfer- |
these pl* tures to the canvas Yet it is 
quite jxjeeible for tn<«t of ua to play the 
|«rt of the former, even though it le 
in a very limited manner. Aa many 
painters are imitators to a great degree, 
if ora ahould imitate the works cd 
others In the arranging of plants, he 
would be committing no unpardonable 
sin. In fact, this latter tuethoil of 
priredute la likely to prove th« most 
fruitful means for the average person to 
employ; at any rate, it will serve ad­
mirably lor the purpose of giving an 
Idea of th» kinds of plants to select and 
the grouping methods m at pleasing to 
the eye.

On ths other hand, it la necessary 
that the person who ia to become the 
amateur landscape gardener should un­
derstood si me of the prime essentials 
and common sense rules of thia art. 
Where shall the flowers be ple«ed? 
Khali the trees end shrubs come In the 
middle of the lawn or ehall they And a 
more appropriate location in e>me 
other point? la It gocwl taate to make 
walks and roads tn curvo»? These and 
many other questions naturaljy arise 
in the minds of thnee who ale carefully 
prospecting in thia aubject. Il th»ro- 
f re irehoovee na to get some basking 
idea of there various topics. Every 
home-lover ahould give ample attention 
to thia subject.
