List year, when the enterprise was undertaken 
the association formed and incorporated, it was 
t i • P ispOM t > soil Ilf'1 membership certificates at 
$10 each, sufficient to fit up the grounds and pull 
o F the first fair. About $1700 was obtained by 
t ie sale of life memberships. With this fund the 
gro mds were lease I, fence j( grand stand, stables, 
track, etc., wer° prepared. Two large exhibit 
tents, each 3<> x 70 feet, were procured as well. 
() ir fair of last year was an immense success. 
W en all bills and premiums had been paid. $'»00 
w-re left in the treasury to apply on this year’s 
exhibition.

This is a new departure in the fair giving busi­
ness. With other fairs throughout the state, the 
rule is a deficit at ’the cl >se of each exhibition. 
The purjmse of the management is to put the Linn 
County Fair cn an absolute cash basis. It is tne 
purpose to have the entire receipts of each fair 
left intact to pay the expenses of the fair on the 
following year. Managed in this year a deficit 
will be impossible.

It is estimate I by the management that, 
proximately. $2000, will be necessary to make 
sired improvements to the grounds nnd pav 
expenses of the r.KH fair. Since the fair of last 
year about $100 additional memlierships have been 
sold, leaving from $600 to $80H yet to raise.

It ought not be difficult to find SO public spirited 
citizens who will be willing to purchase a life 
membership in this association, 
that a fair will be of great value to the farmers 
stiM'kmen and dairymen of Linn county, 
also, be conceded that the management, so far. 
has been gissi and that the plan of holding the 
receipts of each fair to give the fair of the next 
year following is excellent. Then, if the objects 
and plans of the association is endorsed by the 
l*eople generally, surely the amount of money 
needed to make the Linn County Fair one of the 
most valuable agricultural and stock exhibits of 
the valley will be forthcoming. It is most desir­
able that membersh’p certificates be held at all 
(mints in the county and that 
entire county will feel that it is 
fact a Linn county fair.

The fair association extends a

ami to attend the fair on Septeml>er 2-3-4. A 
splendid racing program has been prepared and 
arrangements for the reasonable comfort of 
visitors will be made. Come and take a three or 
four days outing.

III. i: MII> GRI>W1 II of t>• pol ' »1 " 
portanee of the West, especially the middle 
portion thereof, when one thinks about it. is 

scarcely less than astonishing. This fact is par­
ticularly noticable in the nomination« for president 
during the past forty-eight years, or during the 
•„•r od • . 41 «ar. Prior then •
nearly all the presidents were elected from states 
adjacent to the shoresof the Atlantic ocean. Since 
that time the great Mississippi valley has furnish­
ed the presidents in the main.

Before the w xr, Virginia furnished five of our 
cheif executors, viz.. Washington. JefTcr-on, Mad 
ison, Monroe and Tyler. Massach isetts furnished 
the two Adames. John and John tjuincy; 
York, Van Buren and Fillmore; Tennessee, 
son and I’olk; Ohio. Wm. Henry Harrison; 
iana Taylor; New Hampshire, Pierce and
aylvania, Buchanan, making a total of 15, wi’h 
only two of them from states west of the Alle­
ghany mountains.

The cam|>aign of 1860 came further west to 
select the two leading candidates, Lincoln and 
Douglass. lx>th of Illinois. Since Lincoln’s admin­
istration. Onio has furnished three presidents. 
Hays, Garfield and McKinley; New York three; 
Cleveland. Arthur and Roosevelt; Illinois, Grant; 
Indiana. Harrison and Tennesee Johnson, mak­
ing a total of 10. Of ’he presidents taken from 
New York since the war, two of them. Arthur and 
Roosevelt were first elected as Vice-president*, 
which was true of theonly candidate from the 
South during the same period, Andrew Jackson.

It can be seen that Virginia is no longer entitled 
to be called the "Mother of Presidents”, for New 
York has furnished an equal number with Ohio 
but one behind.

We have cited the above to show that the center 
of political influence is moving westward and is 
destined to move further West as time progresses

W. J. Bryan is the first leading candidate to be 
taken from west of the Mississippi river. Should 
he be elected next fall, in case of his nomination, 
a new epoch in the history of presidents will hav« 
been established.

The religious preferences of the presidents has 
l»een, Episcopates n 9; Presbyterian 5; Methodist 4, 
Congregational 2; Reformed Dutch 2; and Disciples 
I. Jefferson and Lincoln belonged to no church.

Their political sentiments have been, Federalist 
2; Democrat 7; Whigs 3, and Republicans 13. Four 
of the Repub'icans, however, covering the period 
from 1801 to 1X28 should be listed as Democrats 
as what constituted the Republican party of tEat 
day became the Democratic party, which elected 
Jackson in 1X28. Abraham Lincoln was the first 
president elected by the present Republican party; 
thought the jiarty had arisen to national import­
ance and had nominated John C. Fremont as its 
standard bearer in 1X56.

The presidential candidates of the future are 
liable to Im- taken from the middle West or Miss­
issippi valley mostly. This will be true. I>eeause 
the people of that section will keep closer in touch 
with both th«» people of the far East and extreme 
West, than any other section; though it ia |M>ssibl«* 
a candidate from the extreme West may be chosen 
in time. Most probable presidential aspirants of 
the extreme East, are too closely wedded to the 
doctrine of protection to secure a nomination for 
the leading place in either jiart.v; though candidates 
for the second place will be drawn, chiefly, from 
that section in the future as in the past.

The political power of the West is growing rap­
idly. within a few years the center of population 
will cross the Mississippi nver and which will in­
crease this prestige. And. too. the West is more 
cosmopolitan than the East; is a more liberal read­
er, and ia leas wedded to predjudices. The reforma
