These aril, lea are not written 
fur enteriainmrnt, but are strictly for 
business My sheep are lambing now. 
and I have hut little for anything 
but busme»*. Work on the farm at 
any time ■* anything but a lazy man's 
job. but winter finds us with the most 
• pare lime, an»! I like to have the 
lambs come early, so 1 can give them 
full attention

The one time that you must look 
after sheep is in lambing If weather 
ia cold they may chill to death; occa 
»tonally a mother will not own her 
lamb, and in case of twins you must 
see they keep together at first. We 
have little pen* to put them in. where 

' there are twins or m »liter* are tn 
cHned to leave them However, they 
are generally the best of mothers, and 
grieve over their dead lamb* in * way 
tn make yowr heart ache On the 
rJnch there are none of the dreaditi

he«r one the range My first sheep 
wa* one of these orphan*. We made 
one visit io the lambing ground, and 
that was all I ever wanted I can 
hear those cries yet. and the time will 
come when such things will not be 
tolerated There will be laws to 
cover this, ju*l as there is for feeding 
and watering «lock in shipping These 
orphan losses in a financial way are 
also (xvoiahlr to ranch sheep We al 
way* have a few for some unavoidable 
reason but w* ruse them on cow'» 
milk like a calf Rangemen tell me it 
:* better to have lambs some later, so 
thev will have green gras* to eat. and 
that they do better We do not find I 
it so The lambs will begin to nibble

Condition* Differ.
I find in nearly every 

•heep on the ranch and range are en 
lircly different businesses I he range 
man. from a money point of view, just 
let* hi* orphans die, loses stray sheep 
in the brush without bothering about 
it. ami the tick must get well them 
selves or die But such methods on 
the ranch would be a disgrace We 
will expect to keep a better grade, or 
even pure bred*, and »o cannot afford 
sm h losses Here is »hire I suffered 
When I started in on sheep only one 
man that I knew of wa* handling them 
on the ranch, and I had no one to ask 
advice of when in trouble except the 
range man. and all he knew was Io 
let them die I coul<l do that without 
any help, so just had !o blunder along 
reading al| I could find in paper* on 
the subject and studying my own 
I forgot to «ay how little I knew of 
stock, and of farm work except what 
I had read, until I came to the ranch 
here eight years ago. I scarcely knew 
a sheep when I saw one, so it is very 
evident if I could make it pay at all 
that any farmer raised to the business 
ought to make a big thing of it. I>is 
cussiona on sheep in the papers have 
been a great help to me. and may we 
hope these lines on my mistakes may 
help some other farmer from going

One oi the strongest point* in sheep 
raising is they are so little work or 
trouble most of the time For about 
eight month* they will run on pasture 
Yau only have tu keep a little water 
running and corral them at night 
When evening comes mine are all tn 
or close by, and all there it to do is 
shut the gate and open it in the morn­
ing. Even thia is not necessary if you 
have a coyote ■ tight fence, but we 
sleep better when they are corralled, 
and most of them like to go into their 
house

In winter a farmer ha* only to feed 
them hay, when they have to be fed, 
and only when lambing ha* he really 
to give them much work, but still they 
are always under his eye to see that 
everything is going right.
