CANADA IS ANGERED.

Retaliation in High Tariff Is Being
Urged in Dominion.
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Seize Post and Attack Americans and 
Loyal Natives.

Manila, Juno 14. A portion of the 
' Second company of native constabula­
ry, statiooiHi at Davao, in th«- isIwih! of 
Mindanao, in th«« Southern ¡«art of the 
Philippine archipelago, mutinied on th«« 
night of June C and attacked the com- 

| par«y quarters, which they captured 
after wounding oe<< of the native offi­
cers. After a light on the following 
day, which lasted thro« hour«, and in 
which an American named Libbey was 
kille«] an«! four others wounded, the 
mutineers took tu the mountains upon 
th«- approach uf a company of constab­
ulary stationed at Mapi, which hurried 
to th«- relief of the besieged Americana 
and loyal natives.

With th receipt of the n«-ws of th«- 
mutiny today came also word that de- 
tachmenta of the Twenty third infantry 
have reached Davao an«t quickly suc- 
c«-« >led in restoring order. Several col­
umns of Iroope were imm«*diately dis­
patched in pursuit of the mutineers.

It is believed here that the mutiny 
was of purely Io al character, resulting 
from differences over food supplies or 
the care of the women of the families 
of th»- constabulary. It is thought to 
be confined to members of one com ¡»any 
al Dav ao, aand the fact that a neigh­
boring company, also composed of na­
tives, hurrie«! to the relief of tho be- 
siegetl governor and the few Anx-ricans 
at the place i« cited aa proof of this.

Acting Governor General Forties is 
expect««i in Manila tonight, when a 
conference with General Duval, com­
manding the div sioi of the Philippines, 
will be held.
