Taft wa» rapidly 
improving in health. He feels, how­
ever, that she is hardly strong enough 
to take th« long Wx«at«m trip thia fall, 
which will occupy about two montha.

As soon as the tarilT bill is out of the 
way the presi! nt will leave Washing­
ton for Beverly, to remain until Sep­
tember 17, hla 52d birthday when he 
hop«« to begin his Western trip. The 
president will go directly to Seattle, 
stopping f««r brief viaii* hi rout« at 
Denver, Salt Lake arxl Spokane.

After visiting the Alaska-Yukon- 
Pacific exposition, the preaiilent will 
awing down to the Southwest, stopping 
for a tim« at Portland, Or., where h«« 
will be the guest of Senator Jonathan 
Bourne, an«l proceeding thence to San 
Francisco.

leaving Sen Francisco, th«« president 
will go to IxM Angeles, where he will 
•top for aev«-ral day» with his sister. 
From Id« Angabe the president will 
go to San Diego am! then into Arizona 
and New Mex <o If the weather is 
pleasant and his arrangements permit. 
Mr, Taft hopes to visit the Yosemite 
valley before going to I ami Angeles.

Coming out of Mexico, the president 
will stop fu» a time at El Paso, where 
hr expects to meet President Diaz, uf 
Mexico.

After his atop at El Paso the presi­
dent will visit San Antonio, where he 
will inspect Fort Sam Houston, which I Epltomlst. 
he was instrumental in building up.

After visiting Austin and Dalias, the 
president expects to sjx-r.d severs! «lays 
on th« ranch of his brother, C. P. Tait, 
at Corpus Christi, Tex.

Great Pathfinder Structure Said to Be 
in Perilous Shape.

Cheyenne, Wyo., July 10. Reports 
receiver! here tonight indicate that con­
ditions at the Pathfinder darn at Alcova, 
said to be the largest In the world, are 
most serious. The dam la held only by 
a tem|K>rary dike built on gravel foun­
dations. Seventy men are working day 
and night to strengthen the dike.

The government geological survey 
has a force of men scattered along the 
river for more than 100 miles above 
the dam. taking measurement’s of 
river's flow to give indications 
sudden rise in the stream.

Preparations have been made 
namite the dam if the water 
away the temporary dike, 
menta have also bwn made toward 
warning the people living in the valley 
below in case of danger.
