Oregon has an abundance of the very

best of roadbuilding material.  Crushed
rock with easy gradients, make ideal
country roads. Heretofore, gravelbeds

have supplied the hard surface material,
but crushed rock has been found to be
so much superior to gravel, that future
sclentifically constructed roads will be
surfaced with this material.

The time has arrived in Oregon when
good hard surface roads, sufficient
both winter and summer freighting are
required.  Men will no longer
tent to be Lottled up from transporting
their produce to market, for three or
four months of the year. The success
ful farmer must have roads over which
he can haul his produce to market when
the best prices prevail, and this is, as a

rule, in the winter time
