There is a similarity in the en- 
cruachment of the money power 
upon the functions of govern­
ment, since the close of the civil 
war. with that of the slave jiower 
prior thereto. Both of these 
powers have attempted to control 
the government to advance its 
interests. »As the slave power 
waaoverthrown when it became 
too aggressive, so will the money 
¡lower be driven from its almost 
stranglehold upon all 
of the government.

Slavery was a bone 
gressiunal contention 
formatitn of the government to! 
its final annihilation. Compro- i 
mise after crompromise of th«- 
vexed question were made, only ( 
to be broken by the slave power 
The southern slave owner was 
ever restive. II«* wanted more 
power. He wanted to extend the 
lihiitn of the s'uVr territory. Be­
cause of this desire, he becan»«1 
aggressive and intolerant and, 
finally, brought the country into 
the most gigantic and bloodiest 
civil war of the world's history. 
As a matter of fact, slavery had 

! more protection in the country at 
large, at the taginning of the 
civil war, than at any time of its 
history. But the slave owner 
was dissatisfied with even thes«' 
favorable protective laws and , 
grasp <1 for more and in so doing.' 
lost all. Slavery, in lHf.50, repre­
sented th»* largest aggregation of 
wealth of any one species of 
property in the nation. Th»- 
community of interests, made of 
the slave owners th«1 most gigan­
tic unorganized trust the world 
had ever known up to that time. 
Becoming too dictatorial and too 
aggressive, they caused the con­
solidation of all the people who! 
oti|s'sed the spread of slavery, 
into on: ¡»olitical party, resulting, 
with the acession of the new 
¡•arty into ¡xiwer, in thecomjilvt«- 
overthrow of African slaver”, 
Had these slave ow nersbeen con­
tent to liv»* up to the provisions 
of congressional compromises and 
had been less aggressive and 
dictatorial they would, probably, 
now be in possession of their 
human chattels.

The money power, which in­
cludes tarilT beneficiaries, is not 
unlike these oldtime slaveowners. 

, Every law effecting national 
banks and every revision of the 
tariff, has been of the nature of 
a compromise. Every amend­
ment to the banking laws, has 
been dictahd by the bankers. 
Every revision of the tariff has 
been engineered by the tariff 
beneficiary, if we accept th«' last 
revision, which is supposed t< 
have been in answer t»>a demand 
of the ¡»topic. It will, also, be 
noticed, that « very amendment 
and every revision, has been t< 
the advantage of and for th« 
benefit of these pets of th» 
government.

The time inclose at hand whet 
the people are going to rebe 
against any further encroach­
ments fr»»m these interests. Of 
course, this rebellion will be a 
¡H'aceable one and will be fought 
out in the halls of congress; but 
it will be a retailion as truly as 
was that of 1861. The people 
cannot nor will not permit them­
selves to ta rubbed daily in 
interests of the classet. If 
congressmen, who champion 
cause of the people, are 
sufficiently numerous, at 
coming session to achieve 
reform, their numtar will 
crease at succeeding sessions un­
til they w ill ta sufficiently power* 
f il to drive these vampires to 
c »ver, s«» that these vexed 
questions can ta settled for all 
time to come.

People are oetter educated to­
day in the matter of the functions 
t»f government, than ever before. 
The encroachment of the money 
power has driven them to study 
these questions, as a matter of 
self defense. They have con­

The question of election of 
United States senators by direct 
vote of the people, has been and 
is now, a live growing one among 
the people of most of the states, 
for many years. It has now 
reached thnt degree of popu* 
larity, when more than two-thirds 
of the slates, either directly or 
indirectly, have asked congress 
to submit an amendment to the 
federal constitution, making such 
«•lection obligatory u|<on all of 
the states. Congress cannot re­
sist. this demand much longer. 
Whether the Cannon - Aldrich 
crowd like the Idea of giving the 
p, «»p!e the same power over the 
senate which they now have over 
the house of representatives, or 
not, they will soon Im* forced to 
accede to the wishes of the 
American ¡>eople.

A »|>eciai session of congress, 
last spring, revised our tariff 
schedules. It was expected and 
promised by the dominant party, 
that this r< vision would U rr.on 
in the interests of the people 
than the then existing law. But 
when *he mists had been cleared 
away, it was found that the 
general average of the schedules 
was higher than that of *he old 
law. Th«- jHfiple had been com­
pletely bunefud. Instead of re­
duction. the Pay nc Aldrich crowd 
have given us the highest degree 
of protection of any of the 
previous tariff measures. This 
condition the ¡M*ople will not long 
submit to. Most everyone think; 
that the primary object of a 
taritT. is for the pur|s>se of pro­
viding a revenue with which to 
support tie govtrrmcnt. And 
they are willing to be taxed, in 
this manner, until the govern­
ment has a liberal support But 
they are unwilling to be taxi'd, 
through the tariff, for the bene­
fit of the already over rich manu­
facturer. As a tax for the sup- 
port of the genend government 
can be collected through the 
tariff with the least fraction, 
most people prefer that the sup­
port shall be collected in this 
manner; but they are soon going 
to demand that this taritT shall 
lie hid with a view, only, of pro­
ducing revenue ami not for or in 
th - interests of the tariff baron. 
They are now learning that a 
high protective and, in many 
instances, prohibitive tariff is un­
wise and unAmerican.

It is doubtful if tne congress, 
which is to meet next month, 
will be able to adjust the tariff 
schedules more in accordance 
with the rights of and in justice 
to the ¡»eop’e. Yet this question 
is sun? to become a bone of con­
tention during the session. Then 
an1 enough congressmen, whose 
constituencies are all the people, 
to make things very unpleasan’ 
for those congressmen whos< 
constituencies are, only, th» 
protected classes.

An effort will. also, probihlv be 
made by Senator Aldrich to foist 
his gr»‘at central banking? scheme 
upon the govemme t, but it is 
doubtful if he can force this 
measure through, at this session.

When the truth becomes known 
this central tanking scheme, is 
but an effort of Wall Street 
financiers to fasten their talons
