Humidity,
Humidity i.- .i term which is often 

u»<»i without a definite umler*taiid- 
mg of wluit it means. It refers al­
ways, of course, to the moisture in 
the atmosphere, but does not always 
mean the same proportion. Thera 
is at all times some moisture tn thu 
sir, and tin- amount eiprci-*cd in the 
number of grain* to the cubic fool 
of air is the absolute humidity, a 
term seldom used. When »<• »peak 
of it we usually mean the reiative 
humidity, which is the difference be* 
tween the amount of moisture in 
the air and the amount it could hold 
at the present temperature if it 
were saturated.
