The ad should 
educational in tendency, and each 
point should be elalajrated igx>n 
-decifiealh and carefully. Drive 
home one point at a tune even it 
it is best to devote th»* entire 
space set apart for the ad to im­
press convincingly the merit of 
th«- article ujsm the people.

The advertiser hits the bull’s 
eve when he concentrates all his 
force in one point at one time, 
and speaks tn the people in Ian- 
gauge that they understand.

Toe trouble w ith advertising is 
the majority of advertisers have 
only a partial knowledge of their 
goods, knowing little al>out ad­
vertising, less alrout what to ex­
pect from advertising, and give 
little thought an«l time to the 
preparation of their ads. It is 
impossible to write an intelligent 
ad without an absolute knowledge 
of the merits of the artcile to be 
advertised, its use and how it 
compare* with conifietitivegoods.

The skill of the best advertis­
er is ever worked to the limit in 
learning every thing about their 
goods, and in devising the best 
ways to "play up” selling pints 
in novel advertisements contain­
ing striking controls.
