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KAISER'S ABDICATION
NOT YET ESTABLISHED

Actual Surrender of Hohenzollern
Throne, it is Said, Has Never
Been Officially Confirmed

Washington, Nov. I8 Has Count
William Hohenzollern really and of
ficlally abdicated as emperor of Ger-
many? Cabled reports that Mr. or
Count Hohenzollern intends to re-
turn to Germany served to revive
interest in the foregoing question
which has been the subjeet of unof-
ficial discussion here for some days

It is recalled here that the abd:
eation of the German Kkaiser never
was officially confirmed
reports to that effect ever were re
ecvived by the American state de
partment, and so far as known there
never was any abdication proclama-
tion to the German people.

The news as it reached this coun- |

try came from the German wireless
station at Nauven, and it was subse
quently followed by dispatches that
Count or Mr., Hohenzollern had ar-
rived in Holland. So far as this
government is officially advised there
is nothing to show that the kaiser
had abdicated in fact and in good
faith, but the inelination among of-
ficials and diplomats here is to be-
lieve that the former German em-
peror whether by his own act or by
the decision of the new German gov-
ernment and the German people,
has forfeited his crown,
