Home-Made Cheoso.
Thia is the time of the year, or soon
will be, when butter-making becomes
tiresome and cheese-making comes jn
for & change or variety. Cheese isn
common article of diet and very
wholesome and nutritious. Every
farmer’s wife should know how to
make good cheese, and it is said to be
a8 ensy to make cheese us to make
butter. What is needed is a boiler for
heating the milk, and a tub for setting
the curd; a press can be easily made
that will answer the purpose, and a
thermometer. Five quarts of milk
will usually make a pound of cheese,
Milk just from the cow huaa the right
temperature. If it don’t work than
heat it to 90 degrees. Rennet, in li-
quid form, can be procured with full
directions for itsuse. Mix thoroughly
a8 dicected. The curd should form in
half an hour. When lard enough,
cat with a knile into inch-sgquare
picces, to let the whey separate, then
draw it off. Let the curd stand on
one gide for an hour to drain. It will
then be slightly acid; break up with
the hands, adding an ounce of silt to
three pounds of curd. A hoop made
of wood or sheet-iron, just the size for
the cheese—say eight inches in diame-
ter and ten inches deep—can be used,
and will make ten pounds of cheese,
Place a eloth bandage in the hoop and
press the enrd in with the hands
Press the curd firmly, then keep it in
the press twenty-four hours; after this
place it in the curing room, aad turn
it every day from two to four weeks
In two months it will be ready for the
table. Factory made cheese is apt to
be hurried in making, and is not ss
good as a really grod home-made ar-
ticle. Really, it is easier to make
cheese than butter; it is as readily
sold, and brings more money, or fully
as much, 8o there is no reason why
farmers’ wives should not make cheese
to sell and to eat at home, and of
the best.
Curing a Balky Horse.

Many ways are recommended to
cure a horse from balking, but a very
sensible plan is given by a correspond-
ent of the Country Gentleman. His
idea is to make the horse forget tha'
he tried to balk. For this purpose he
tried him at the harrow if he balked
in the wagon. If there was some par-
ticular place where he usually balked,
the owner would stop him there, get
out and give him something to eat
and he would forget that he wanted
to balk and go on all right, A horse
is susceptible to kindness, and cruel
nsage only hardens his nature and
makes him obdumate. Let him get
the idea that yvon intend to be cruel to
him and be will be ugly to you. Treat
him with kindness when you get him
and he will forget unkind treatment
reeeived previously, and become gentle
and trrectable, The [amous borse
breakers always congquer by kindness.
If a horse refuses to sturt, give him a
bite to eat and then after a moment,
lead him away a rod or so, and the
chances are that he will go along and
forget about the balking. If you use
a horee in this way a few limes, un-
less he is incorrigible and extremely
ngly by nature, the chaneces are that
he will learn to respect yon and for
get 1o balk. There are few horses that
are really ngly, but some animals are
of a hateful turm and are much harder
to work than others,

White clover is the best pasture
grass that can be grown for sheep.
As white clover is a short grass it is
more desirable than red clover for
erazing, as sheep detest long grass,
preferring to erop close to the ground.

No grafting can be successfully and
certainly done unlesa the wood for
scions has been cut before the buds
have swelled and kept cool and moist
through the winter. To do this cut
the wood in late fall and keep the
«cions all winter in moist but not wet
sand or suil. It 8 even advisable to
let them lose a little of their original
sap or moisture. An Oregon nursery
mun once threw away a lot of scions
a8 they were considerably shrunk. He
was surprised to find that the portion
he used took and grew better than any
of the rest. This was because there
was vitality left in the wood, and be
ing a little dry the sap from the juicy
etock quickly filled it. and set 1t to
growing thriftily. -

The Peerless ia no doubt a good po-
tato, but it is not g0 good as the Bur-
bank. Set the two before a good ap-
petite and the Burbank, that i3 so
clear, mealy and white, with such a
relish, too, is far ahead of the other.
It does not seem pos=sible for any po-
tato to eat better than the Burbank
does in April, and the natural advice
to give wonld be to plant the Burbank
unless gomething fully as good or bet-
ter is to be had., Something is due to
the oil on which the potato is grown.
Whether the Burbank is as good
grown in ordinary soil as on river
bottom and sandy loam is o question.
This epring the Burbank has sold
higher than most other kinds.

aro usually given from the locality
whence they are imported. The com=
mon mode of drying is to spread the
bunches on platforms or suspend them
on lines in heated rooms, where they are
allowad to shrivel shightly. They are
then dipped in a lye of wood ashes nnd
barilla, to ench four gallons of which
n pint of oll and & handful of salt Is
ndded. This onuses the sugar to ex-
ud# through the skin, and makes a
slight varnish on the outside of the
fruit. In this way the Valencin raisin,
the favorite cooking raisin, I8 pre-
pared. It is shipped principally from
Valencia, Spain.  Malagas also tnke
tlheir name from the Spanish port,
whence they are most largely sent
These aro made from a richer grape
than the Valenecin, and are dried on
the vine in the sun. The grapes do
not fall off when ripe, so the stem is
twisted and the grapes shrivel by the

evaporation of their own waler
In this way the fruit koeps
more freshness and bloom than
in any other, and there is
very litt’e exudation of sugar. These

ral-ins ave alzo called Muscatelles, and
are the favorite table raising. Spain
is 8till the greatest producer of raisins,
though large quantities are also raised
in Turkey, and Culifornia is becoming
an imiportant loeality for the produe-
tion of this favorita fruitt The Sul-
tana or seediess raisins are produced
in Turkey. These are cured iu the
sun, a light sprinkling of oil being em-
ployed to prevent the too great evap-
oration of the molsture, and nlso to as-
sist in the preservation of the fruit
when packed andshipped. The Eleme
riaisins are also produced in Turkey,
and ure used chiefly for export to dis-
tant colonies and for ships' stores. As
their pamo implivs, they are pickml
raising, and are packed specially for
ship use from the vines of the Car-
bourna snd Vouwria disirvicts in Asia
Minor. The great proportion of the
raizins from Smyrna are known ns
“Chemse,”* the nnme of an island near
the mainland.  These are the Turkey
grapes, rure and simple, without se
lection, picking of sialks, or any
manipulation whatever. They find
a ready nmmrket in Eastern countries,
but are the special feature of
fruit trading between Turkey and Ger-
man porta There arve vast districts
in Persin where ralsinsg are caltivated,
but the d'flienity of getting them to
markot is so great that it does not pay
to export, consequently they ure used
for distilling and local purposes. At
the Cape of Good Hope raising are
produced which find a market chiefly
in Australin. Distillation of raisins
into wine is becoming quite an im-
portant business, the flavor of the dry
fruit giving a very pleasant taste to
the bevernge The raisins used for
thiz are the small black Smyrna raisine
The dried fruit known to commerce as
the Zante currant is a variety of raisin.
It is not made from acurrant, but
from a very small grape dried in the
sun. These small raisins were at first
called Corinths, because they were im-
ported from the port of Corinth. Their
similarity to carrants caused the name
to be corrupted later, as many sup-
poged them to be o kind of dried cure
rent.— Toledo Blade.
