Ex-Senntor Jonathan Bourtg pro-
poses Lo remody the evils that have
doveloped by aholisting the pald pe-
titlon eirculutor, but permit ing the
volunlary  eirculation of petitions.
s plan 13 open to the abjection that
it is a prohibitory measure that will
uot prohibit.  The uhibition agsinst
recelving pay could be cireumvented
n mony different ways, and It is pro-
bable that if his plan wers adopted
the abuses would not be greatly de-
freised

The Lane county grange has also
sonsidered the question of petition
referm, end some time nweo oullined
aslrait of o tentative measure, «liose
mest lnteresting feature was a Lira-
vislon requiring signatures o petl-
tions Lo he abtained in a certaln nuni-
ber of dounties of the state,

Attorney-General Urawford, who is
a candldate for governor, has pro-
posed and made part of his platform
tile most radical measurs of all.

ple. If this plan were followed,
many useless mensures would die a
natural death, and those that finally
were placed on the ballot would be
there in response to a resl demand
from the people,
