and its companion dances,

The Castles were loud in their praise
of the dunges of the aborigines. If the
Indians wero less prodigal as to words
it was not becuuse they were lacking
in appreciation,

A. € Davis provid-
ing for the giving of one eredit 1a
agrienlture to rach student who uftes
decluring his intention of carning such
crodit shall during the summer vaca-
tion do 250 hours® agrieulture work and
a like eredit for each additional 250
hours, Work may be done in vegetabls
gardeniag, feeding of stock or poul-
try, thinning, picking, packing, mar-
keting; eunltivalion or irrigation of
fruit; eradieation of fire blight or other
orchard diseases or pests from orchards;
growing of cereals, grass or forage
crops, keeping records of dairy anis
muls; or eare of bees and handling of
honey. It is provided thut ecareful
records must bo kept of work done and
thesp must be signed by the parent or
omployer before eredit will bo givem,
aud the pupil must obtain such informa-
tion by reading or by questioning those
with whom he works to satisfy the ins
structor in charge that the work dong
has been of real edueational value,
