Oregon Automobile Registrations Show Prosperous Conditions in State—Over $1,250,000 Invested in 1014 Cars,

EARLY every make of adtomobile
N and commuereial ear is now record-
nd by the Seerctary of the State
of Oregon in the automobile ownership
list, whith range in numbers from
3,688 Fords to ome Napier. On June
20th the total rogiztration reaehed 14,
629, as compared with 13,954 for 1913
and 10,165 for 1019, each for the full
vear, A low estimate for 1914 is 17,
500. This means that the sutomobile
assegament rolls of the state will aggre-
gate #5.125,000 on March 1st, 1015, al-
lowing the average assessment of $350
for each ear; while based npon the low
averago purchase price of $700, we get
the enormous figure of $12500,000,

We need only examine the 1914 busi-
ness for an indieation of prosperity.
Approximately 1,800 101¢ models have
been registered, and at the manuface-
turers’ listed prices nggregate about §1,-
250,000,

representation, from nine in Curry to
6,805 in Multnomab, The following is
a complete eounty elussification, taken
from  the Automobile Record.

Multnomah county, with 5895 and
Marion eounty, with its 1,107, we-lhave

AUTOMOBILES,

0 MAKE it possible for persons
who have lost their legs or whose
lower limbs are dizabled through

accident or dizense, to operate an auto
mobile properly, & hand-eontrolled drive
has been designed wherchy the usual
operations of transmission, eluteh and
reverse may be aecomplished by the
hands instend of by the foot levers
provided on most ears.

The movements of the latter are com-
minieated beneath the floor to the
transmission ease. The levers are self-
loeking in any position, and return to
uormil when released by a slight pres-
sure of the fingers. But little effort is
required to move them, and one hand
is always free for the stecring wheel
The new deviee does not interfere with
the pedul action, and & car so equipped
may be driven by another person in
the ordingry manner without touching
the hand eontrol.
