life.work for which il is apparent
Lie has no natueal bent, no aptitude,

and happy are you if pature in the
Boy is with you in it.

““If we of Orogon contract a
habit of sending our money away
wo will find that we must ¢ontinue
sending money away as fast as
the commoditiea we buy are used,

“1f we of Oregon make it a
habit and a system to spend onr
money in Lhis state for made-in-
Oregon arlicles, we stimulate every
branch of industry, the mouey re-
maing where we can invite it baek
into our own businiss aguin, and
together we work tovard a develop-
mont where we can send out com-
moditiea and get brek the money
of othor districts.’’
