Portland, Ore., Aug. 18 (Special)
Buyers' Week is a thing of the

past, but it was a week that will be
vividly remembered for a long time,
probably until next year's "Week,"
which from all indications will be at-

tended by a greater number of buy-

ers than the one Just past. The reg-
istration at the Portland Commercial
Club reached nearly 600 and the vis-

itors represented practically every
town of any importance in the Pa-

cific Northwest. It Is estimated that
goods purchased from Portland man-
ufacturers and jobbers during the
week amounted to approximately
$1,000,000.

The visitors were hardly allowed
sufficient time to do their buying,
certainly nojime to get homesick or
lonesome, for entertainment of some
kind was on tap nearly every min-
ute. Receptions, smokers, theatres,
banquets, luncheons and automobile
trips followed each othe.- - in rapid
succession during the e aire week.
If any one had a complaint to make
he did not make it public, and most
of the visitors departed with a hear-
ty "See you again next year," and
expressions of deep satisfaction with
the business and social events of
their short vacation.

A statement Just received from

the ' Pacific International Livestock

' Prohibition
vs.

Temperance
In Germany, where pro-

hibition is unknown and
where all the people have
been temperate drinkers of
wholesome beers and light
wines, there is less drunk-
enness than in Maine or in
Kansas the two most con-
spicuous prohibition states
in the Union.

The same is true of France
and Italy. The world over
you will find that the really
temperate races are those
who are not prohibited from
drinking temperate bever-
ages such as beer and wine.

Prohibition in GermST.?. France
or Italy would produce exactly
the same results that it has pro-
duced in every state in the Union
where prohibitory laws have been
enacted. It would not stop men
from drinking nor decrease drunk-
enness, but it would drive out the
mild drinks "and encourage men
who do drink to resort secretly to
the highly concentrated spirits.

If prohibition really saved men
from the "curse of drink" it would
have more to commend it to the
intelligenceofthepeople. But, as
thegreateditor, Henry Watterson,
observes in the Louisville Courier-Journa-l,

"It does not promote
either temperance or virtue. It
arouses human passion to frenzy
by restricting private rights. It
does not reduce drunkards. It
multiplies Pharisees and male-
factors."
