Use of Auto With Least Expense

'ITO what work shall I put my
automobile in order to realize
the groatest possible benefitt
What amount of pleasure mnd profit
ean | reasonably demand from it, and
what is the least up-keep expense I can
ealeulute on in its operationt’’

The answers to the nbove questions
depend on & great many things—in the
ear us well as in its owner and opera-
tor. The wearing quality and working
eapacity of one car mny be so superior
to thut of another car that any esti-
mate a5 to upkeep is next to impos-
sible. The eare und knowledge and
skill of one driver may be so mueh
greater than that of another driver that
no matter how efficient the machine
may be which he handles 't will give
only a fair degree of satisfaction, Then
there is the element of luek whieh al-
ways plays a very significant part in
operating n ear. Aceidents which eun.
not be avoided, even by exereming the
greatest care, may oeeur, bringing loss
financial and otherwize, One farmer
may make the purchase of a car a
most profitable investment, His neigh-
bor may eurse the day when *‘the
blamed thing wns bought.'* The same
make and quality of ear, the fime of
purchnse the same, the same eare and
judgment exercised in its operation, but
not the same luck. Therefore it ap-
pears that enre and skill and knowl
edge are factors whieh do not always
connt.  Loeation plays an important
part in the up-keep of a ear. There nre
roads and rogds, us every car owner
has lenrned to his everlasting ehagrin
and loss. And some farmers who built
their homes long before the arrival of
the modern “‘rond devil'' are aetually
g0 lpeated that it conld be a neck-
breaking feat to drive an adto up to
their front door—n rigk none would
undertake except on a high wager.

Proper Care of Machine Necessary.

The best life proserver for any ma-
thioe is proper eare and use, By get-
ting the most out of an automobile we,
of eourse, mean that in point of serviee
it has yielded a full return for the
money invested in its purchase in the
form of pleasure, ntility and whatever
bas contributed to our benefit without
subjecting us to more than o very rea-
fonable expense in its up-keep, Tt s
well, therefore, to spend a little timo
ench day, if possible; in exnmining the
muchines, mikes a pood driver. Who
and make necossary adjustments so that
when needed the emtire car is in tip
top running order, If the farmer talkos
the proper interest in the looks of his
ear he will go on for years with an
outlay of but gasaline, lubrieants and
tire repairs. As the machine gots older
the expiense item will assume greater
proportions. Bearings will wear out i nd
need replneing, piston rings, spark plugs
and sueh smull items must be replaced
by new parts, It becomes necessary
therefore to give the enr un oceasional
overhauling in order to ascertnin ita
true condition u#s to pistons and bear-
ingg, eto,, and to remove earhonized oil
from the walls of the eylinder.
Enowledge of the Machine Necessary,

To know his machine, its various ele-
ments and their respective used, the
amount of work and strain to which
each can be put without injury, is essen-
tial to the ear owner. When troubles
arige it is necessary to know how and
where to loonte them in order to make
the guickest possible repairs and ad
justments. A knowledge of the prin-
eiple of earbureters and ignition is of
great valoe to one who would properly
and suecessfnlly run avwgas engine. The
earbureter troublos mo frequently met
with are mainly due to ignorance, in-
attention and earclessness rather than
defective mechanism,

Eeop Things Clean.

Tho eollection of dirt in destrustive
to efficiency and economy as well.
Care of the fuel, enoling and ignition
system is of significant value, Here,
a8 elsewhere, ‘‘linowledge is power,”’
and the suceessful operator has in-
formed himself along the lines indi-
eated. He knows the neeessary condi-
tiong of working and eontral, as well
a8 how to meet the many mishaps and
disorders hich in the course of time
every auto owner will encounter.

Care In Driving,

To go to town in the husy season for
repairs, provisions, ete., and get baek
“in @ jiffy,'' is all very well, but un-

less it be n lifo und death matter, don’t
speed, It is a senseless, ineane prae
tiee which finds no excuse, it shortens
the life of the tires and subjeets the
whole ear to a needless strain. 1t often
shortens human life as well, The high-
est degree of efficiency may be at-
tained by driver and ear ns well if sane
methods are employed. A steady hand
guided by an intelligent brain are the
prime requisites. The farmer, aceous-
tomed to the ecare and operation of
muachines makes a good driver, Who
shows merey to his beast will show
merey to his ear.’” The eareful, merei-
ful horseman knows the ecommercial
volue of judicious driving and governs
himself aceordingly with results satis
factory to all concerned.

Care of Tires.

As the greatest single item of ox-
pensa is the tire, we will conglude this
artiele with a few “‘Don’ts on Tires, "'
If heeded the item of tire expense will
ho greatly rdued.

Don't speed,

Don't apply the brake suddenly mun-
leas  absolutely noeessary., TUso  the
throttle more and the brakes less in
controlling the ear. This saves both
the tires and the mnchine,

Don't allow grease and oils to rome
in eontaet with the tires. They de-
stroy the rubber. 8o does rust. Paint,
an the contrary, preserves it

Don't allow the weight of the car to
rost on deflated tires even when not
in use,

Don't allow the side of the tire which
shaws more wear than the other to re:
main in the same position. Reverse the
sides to insure even wear,

Don't ever run on a flat tire. If ab
solutely necessary and the distance is
short, run on the rim,

Don't fail to transpose the rear and
front tires when neeessury, as the front
tires wear less than the rear ones.

Don'’t be afraad to burst o tire by
too mueh inflation. A tire, unloss old
or injured, is seldom over-inflated. The
reverse is more often the case nnd does
great injury.

Don't allow &tored tires to get damp.
It breaks down the fabirie and weakeny
the shoe.

Don't allow blisters to form on the
tire. Make prompt repaire,

Don't allow your front wheels to slide
in a sidewize direction involving great
wear on the trends, See that they are
prrallel,

High and steady temperature as well
as strong steady light sare Jdestruetive
to rubber. Keep your auto whea not in
use, in o placa where the tires are not
thus tested.

Don't overload your automobile and
see that the rims are straight and true,

“The clob, along with the A, A. A,
ig trying hard to work a scheme where-
hy the federal government will give $2
to the state's $1 for eonmstruction of

main travel arteries, We consider that
this mueh eonstruction should be done
by the main government.

MEDICINES OF THE GARDEN.

E\-'EH.Y vegetable garden is & medi-

cine chest full of remedies that

are recognized by physicians as
of congiderable valoe in the trentment
of various diseases. Onions, for ex
ample, eontain sulphur oil and are
recommended for insomnia and as an
nid to gustrie digestion. They should
have a prominent place in the diet of
sufferers from rheumatism, for they
help to allay the pains.

Turnips and parsnipe both have
peculiar oily principles, which are of
value as an aperient and divretie, It
i8 nlso elaimed that they are good
fur coughs and hoarsencss,

Potatoes eontain solanin, which has
certain diuretie properties,

The sulpbur eompound whiel it con
tains makes enbbage excellent in eases
of seurvy and serofuln,

Spinaeh has iron in organie form
and i8 used as s laxative on account
of its fine digestible fiber.

Carrots are useful for corrcoting de-
rungements of the liver. They are
also exeellent ns a dressing for pain-
ful wounds and swelling.

The tomato exercites medicinal eof-
effeets which are not completely ex-
plainad by the presence of alkaline
sulte, There is a prineiple presont
which, when taken in n eoneentrated
state, prodauces salivation and o free
stimulation of the aver.

Sunflower geed should be fed mixed
with othier grain (one part of sun-flow-
er seed to 10 parts of other grain) for
the evening meal three times a week, It
iw considered one of the best fenther-
growing feeds and will assist the birds
in getting through the monlt. Growing
rye makes the best range. 1f your birds
are more than two monthy old and fully
feathered, the dew or rain will not hurt
them except on cold, raw days
