It may be neees
eary to blast out rocks and boulders,
or projecting points of bluffs, or to
trestle, or even tunnel, to eliminate
abrupt turves or maintain an even
grade.

Telephones are reeommendod as ad
juncts to the operation of a flume. By
their use a serious break or jam can be
roportcd immediately to the head of the
flume to prevent further shipment of
material. A telephone also makes it
possible to notify the men at the upper
end of the flume just what material to
ship and when to ship it.
