SEED FOK DISTRIBUTION,
i HE Department of Agriculture of

the Washington State College
.la distributing a limited quan

tity of a few of the best selections
of winter wheat and barley. The
varieties offered for distribution
have been found to be the best ones
grown at Pullman out of a large
number tested. The purpose of
sending out these grains is to re-

place some of the wheats that have
become mixed and start other grain
growers wtih pure seed.

Red Russian, Hybrid No. 143, Tur
key and Winter Fife are included
among the wheats and Tapps winter
barley is recommended for the bar-
ley. This barley is a six rowed,
bearded barley and is the highest
yielding one tested at the Expert
ment Station. It is not desirable to
discard a variety which is giving
fairly satisfactory results for one,
the merits of which are unknown.
It is the purpose of the department
to distribute these grains in Bmall
quantities (from ten to 20 bushels,
depending upon the variety) so that
the grower ean compare them with
the old variety that be has been
growing before planting the new va
riety in large quantities. The price
is two cents per pound f. o. b. Pull-
man, Wash., for both wheat and
barley.

Seager Wheeler says he "breeds"

wheat. He takes any new variety of
grain or the best that he has grown
himself in the past season and sets

out in trial plots. With the best
grain so produced he sets out his
fields, continuing his breeding until
he is satisfied he. has prise wheat.
"Constant care and experimentation"

what Wheeler urges on those who
want to raise good grain. His farm
near Rosthern is only a short dis-

tance from the Canadian Northern
station and well worth a visit. A

number of well known agriculturists
from the United States have visited
Wheeler's farm and proclaimed the
land to bo. equal to the highest
priced lands in any part of the
United States.

Horse Breeds
Out crosses destroy half the value
of the .work he does. If he starts
with a Percheron sire, let him stick
to Percherons. If he begins with a
Clydesdale stallion, he should never
change to anything else.

For most farmers, the practical
way is to grade up by using the
mares on his place for brood mares,
and get pure bred sires. Regarding
the choice of mares:

Do not breed any mare that is
deformed, sick, diseased, vicious, un-

sound, a poor milker or a cross
mother. Select the brood mares
carefully, taking sound mares which
have proved serviceable on the farm
and which have the best material
points.

Do not breed to any aire which
is not purebred. But his is not the
only qualification; the stallion
should be sound, muscular and pre-
potent Do not make the mistake
of picking out the fattest stallion.
Bulk is good, but it should, not 'M

fat. The stallion in show condition
is not in the best breeding condi
tion. The breeding stallion should
be In good work condition; In fair
but not full flesh; active, with a
good appetite; and never permit the
use of a stallion which is unsound,
unsuitable for your purposes on the
farm or partially Impotent Never
out-cro- ss to another breed.

Shelter Mare.

After breeding, see that the mare
has proper shelter and feed. This
may save scrubs. The mare with
foal should have some work, but
not too violent. She should be
favored but not spoiled.

Bettering Farm
GREAT DEAL Is written and

A preached about improving the
breed of dairy cows, but it is

as Important to improve the breed
of farm horses and much less is said
about the matter. It is surprising to
barn that in Wisconsin, known as a
dairy state, the horses of the state
are worth much more than the dairy
eows. Efforts have been made in
that state to improve the breed of
horses used, and a long campaign
has brought the horses to a high
nine and efficiency.

The first thing to do Is to dis-

courage the use of scrubs as breed-
ing stock. This is difficult to do, for
the owners of scrubs are too often
eager to employ every argument in
their power to persuade the farmer
to allow service from the mongrel.
The chief argument Is the low cost
of service.

When the farmer realizes the in
creased value of his stock when de-

scended from pure bred stallions,
the service cost la the least of his
troubles. With the use of pure bred
animals for sires in New Jersey, the
difference in selling value is aptly
Illustrated by the statement of a
farmer there. He said:

"After using a pure-bre- d sire, I
And I can get 40 per cent more for
my colts."

Stick to One Breed.
There are some things which the

farmer should remember before he
sets out to Improve his horse stock.
He should select the partloular
breed which he admires most, or
which for some other reason he de-

cides to use, and stick to that breed.
