Manufacture of Shoes In Italy Stand-
ardized by Government.

The largest shoe factories in Italy
have started manufacturing the na-
tional standard shoea, using leather
supplied by the ministry of Industry,
commerce, and labor. The standard
types were established by the central
shoe committes. in Rome, but every
factory is making little modifications

manufacturing.

The government Is organizing sys-
tems of sales of shoes to the public,
They provide for the -opening of
stores in the principal Halian clties,
to be engaged exclusively in the sale
of natfonal shoes and to be controlled
by the Government authorities. It Is
likely that buyers will have to obtain
cards. -

The private shoe stores will be sup-
plied with an adequate number of
ghoes and will be granted a reason-
able commiassion.

University of Oregon, Eugene, Jan.
21 —The University of Oregon may
have a reserve officers training camp
established on the campus in the next
two or three months, if present plans
and expectations hold true, President
P. L. Campbell is in the East at pres-
ent, and has been conferring with
Senator George Chamberlain.

A telegram received by L. H, Joln-
sin, comptroller of the University,
from the president states that opin-
lops are very favorable for the forma-
tion of a camp at the University.
Lieutenant-Colonel John Leader of
the Britlsh army who is In commuand
of the cadet forces, also seems (o be
favorably Impressed with the proc-
pects of a camp. The students are
already being prepared for commis-
sloned officers under his leadership,
and classes held dally take up the dif-
ferent practices of modern warfare.

President Campbell is attending a
joint meeting of the Natlonal Asso-
ciation of State Universities in Chica-
go, and the Association of Awmerlean
Universities and the American Asso-
clation, of Colleges, the purpose of
which is the offering of services of the
institutions of the United States te
the government for military training
purposes to ald In the war.

Regulations respecting the draft-
ing of college students of draft age
gre also being drawn up and will be
gubmitted to the government in
Washington as soon as completed,

Rifles have already been lssued to
all students in the cadet baltalion,
and drill is progressing rapldly. It s

i  the intention of the commander to

have the first inspection of troops on
Tuesday, Governcs Withycombe be-

| [ing the inspecting officer.

Plans are being laid for the indpec-
tion of the battallon by the officer
commanding at Camp Lewis, some
time next week. It la the desire of
the colonel to get the United States
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army men interested in the work at
the University as quickly as possible,
so that the R. 0. T. C. may be had at
once.

The second week In February the
colonel hopes to have the battalion
inspected by the commanding officer
of the western division, now located
at San Franclseo. 1f the military
committee is able to arrange all these
inspections, it is the opinion of Col,
Leader that there will be a reserve
afficers training camp situated at the
University before the beglunlng of
thie next term in April.
