We hear little or nothing of that
any more, but in the past twenty
two years the value of real prop
erty exempted from taxation has
risen to twenty-on- e billion dollars,
says a National Industrial Board.

How such a vast amount of real
estate and improvements can es-
cape taxation, will become the
subject of a great deal of inquiry
and possible official investigation

Considered on top of tax-fre- e

securities in the shape of munici
pal and state bonds, that are voted
by the people for all manner of
public purposes, the problem is a
serious one and affects all invest
ments.
