Strength and Weight

The slze of an onlmal s of far
gronter Mignifecance than the uverage
person renlipes.  Few apecies could
live 1 thelr present environments If
thelr bodies were much larger or
wuch smaller, Any decided change in
eliher direction would necessitate
marked changes In the habita of the
crontures aod In extreme cuses would
prodoee faial results.  This s because
uny change In size perivusly upsets
existing nice balance between
welght and strength, It has been
demonstrajed wmany times te  the
chngrin of englneers that a perfect-

urklpg small model may be s dismal
fullure when repfoduced on n large
scale, Often radicd] changes in the
relative nroportions of parts are nec
estary to preserve the balance be
Pwoven strongih and welght,

When nr animal's size 18 incréased
Its strength which s dependent on
ita wuscles Increases approximately
as the squice of the dimensions of
the latter. Its weight, however, lo-
creases as the cube of it bodlly pro-

portlons, Obviously therefore weight
Increuses tuch more rapldly than
power * of locomotion, Because of

thelr pemarkable strength relative to

welght Insects and the smaller anl-
mals are able to make prodiglous
lesps. For Instance grasshoppors and

fleas sometlines leap through a space
equal to 100 titnes the length of thelr
bodles. This relative lightness |s often
a great advintuge In other ways;
everyone has observed how lusects
may fall from great helghts without
the slightest Injary snd how cats,
squirrels and other small anlmals leap
from high vlevatlogs wil
