FATTENED-POULTR-

BEST FOR MARKET

It la well known that during the fall
months there Is relatively little fresh-kille- d

young poultry on tht market,
because the season for broilers has
passed and tha great bulk of the roast-tr-s

hat not yet reached the market
Therefore, prtoi-- s for
young stock art excellent

Farmers and commercial poultry-me- n

should never think of disponing
of their market poultry In an unfut-tene- d

condition, says the Department
of Agriculture. This I true whether
tlit birds art sold live or dressed, and
la apparent since much better prices
art puld for well fattened stock than
where tbt stock la taken directly off
tlit range. Farmers throughout the
country lose many thousands of dollars
through not properly fattening their
stock. Tbt birds to be fattened should
either he placed In boxes, stalls, open
ichs ut la lui.4...i where t'rv
art kept for a period of two or three
weeks. The size of tha birds is sn Im-

portant factor, because a bird that
weighs from three to four pounds usu-

ally fattens more readily thun tho
smaller bird, Tbt larger the bird when

tht fattening period starts, the short-
er the time required for fattening. A
three-poun- bird csn be fattened quite
well In three weeks, whereas a bird
weighing four pounds when put In the
futtenlng crate, could probably bt fat-

tened In about two weeks.
ISIrds are best futtened on mois-

tened ground grains. Several good fut-

tenlng rations have been used, one of
which It aa follows: Equal parts, by
Weight of cornmeul, ground buck-

wheat and middlings. Another good
futtenlng ration is composed of two

parts cornmeal, one part crushed oats
and one part lulddllngs. A variety of

grains la a good thing, although corn-me-

Is particularly valuable for fat-

tening purposes. Whatever futtenlng
mixture Is used, It certainly should be
moistened with sour skim milk, ulng
enough milk to make the mash Into a
thin batter which will run out of "the

pall when the birds sre being fed. Milk
not only Improves the pslatuhlllty of
the mash, which Induces greater con-

sumption, but It also Improves the
quality of the flesh. It should be used
whenever possible, for It not only has
good fattening properties but also
tends to keep the birds In good health.

When tht birds sre properly fattened
tl.cy should each gain about one pound
In weight ; therefore, there la not only
a larger bird for market bnt the price
per pound will be considerably higher
than where tbe birds are not fattened.
There Is no excuse, therefore, for not
fattenttTg cockerels and culled pullets,
and this yesr It should be done early
bees usa of tht Increase In grain prices.

Soy Bean Oilmeal Is an
Excellent Poultry Feed

Teata at the Indiana experiment
station covering four years snd In-

volving POO s ngle-rom- b White Leg-
horn a and Bar.-e- Rocks proved soy-
bean oil meal equI to tankage or
meat scraps for laying hens. Mineral
matter must be added to the n

oil meal, however, to make up that de-

ficiency.
Tbe t'urdua standard basal ration

waa used In tht ttits. It consists of
grain, 100 pounds of com, I'M pounds
of wheat SO pounds of onts and mash,
CO pounds of bran and 60 pounds of
middlings; To this was sddetl 30
pounds of tanknge or S3 pounds of
meat scraps or 43 pounds of
oil men! plus 10 per cent of minerals
or 47.5 pounds of whole soy beans
plus 10 per cent of minerals.

Tbe mineral mixture consisted of 22
pounds of steamed bonemesl, 24
pounds of finely ground limestone and
IS pounds of salt The addition of
mineral matter la necessary to pre-
vent a great growth of fat

Tht Cnlt'ed States Department of
Agriculture considers toy-ben- n oil
nienl n excellent feed for growth and
egg production.

Crowding During Winter
Is Harmful to Poultry

Quito a number of farm poultry
raisers make the error of housing too
many hens and pullets together dur-

ing cold weather. Uens will lay at
well If yarded and well cared for as if
on free range. Hut they dare not be
Crowded when they are confined.

If tht hens are being fed and forced
for egg yield alone, we must get them
Into winter quarters In their pens
arly In Hit full and keep them there

without changing them about Intro-
ducing new hens Into the (lock of lay-bi- g

birds always causes more or. Icu
confusion, and thla helps In decreas-
ing Hit number of eggs laid.

Best Turkey Fattencr
Old corn fed partly whole and part-

ly rooked, with boiled potatoes, and
thickened Into a mash with nlcal, It
ont of the best fntteners for turkeys.
Give tht mash In tht morning and Hit
whole corn at night. Do not contlne
them, it new corn ts given, the
tendency Is to have bowel trouble. For
this give boiled milk. They must bt
fret from llct to fatten. Turkeys will
bt so high this yeur that each carcass
should be mud to beur as much flesh
as possible.

Carlsbad Cavern Made
by Underground River

' Carlsbsd cavern la tbt work of wa-

ter, says Dr. Willis T. Lee. United
States geological surrey. In tbt Scien-
tific Monthly. Like many another

cave. It waa made by the
solution of parte of tha rocks. It dif-

fers from others In that Hit limestone
rocks here contain beds of gypsum
und rock salt Through long ages the
underground wster dissolved and car-

huve existed and thus ninde Improb-uhl- e

such tragedies as that of Hit
Sand rovt In Kentucky.'
