Fodder Rye,

The firat erop o be of service In tho
spring Is rye, which Is sometimes ready
for feeding the lust week In Aprll,
and way be contlnued through the
first half of May. It matures very
rapldly after the heads appear, and
cant be suecessfully used for a perlod
of from ten to fourtoen doys If weeded
nt different timen, and cutting 14 begun
before It comes In head, Where it In
pot practicable to practlee solllng the
erops mny be pastured, Thils method,
while more wasteful, is less expensive
than solllng, 1t Ix very Important to
hitve d pasture crop at thiat seuson,
becauss coming before mendow  pis
tures nre ready, The crop ylelds well
on medlum solls, though It respondy
profitably to good trentment. It s rec
ommended that It be seeded thleker
than when the crop I8 used for gria,
From two to two nmnd one-linlf bushels
of seed may be used with advantage
on good solls. The fertilizers should
bo rich In avallable phioaphoric aell.
A fertilizer contalning ultrogen 3 per
cent, phosphiorie neid 8 per cent, pot- |

It Tn One of the Achlevemonts of Mods
ern Chemilntry,

pubstances heretofore consldered value
lews,” soyn Consol Geoneral Goeuther
ut Frankfort In a report o the newly
invented “mllk stone,” or potrided
milk.

“It s n owell known fact,” sald be,
quoting expert authority, “that  the
Kuceens of o crenmoery, where the ehlof
source of profit Is, of course, butter,
does not depend so much upon the cost
of production nud the selllng price-of
butter a8 on the profits dorived frow
the sklmmed milk, The right market
for the milk skimmed for the purposs
of butter making s renlly the vital
question of the milk Indusiry, Sklw-
med milk has beeh used for various
purposes—for the mavufacture of su-
gar of mlk, as food for aulmals nnd
for mllk chnmpagne, which s skim-
wed milk mixed with troit julees nnd
Impregnated with carbonle ncld, A
rather lnrge percentnge of sklmmed
wllk s nlso sepnrated Into Its com-
ponent parts, which are then worked
up. The caseln serves for the mianu-
facture of cheess; niso for glue, pully
and lsolating substnnees,

“Hut all these different uses of skim-
med milk dld not solve the guestion
most  favornbiy This, however is
now expected from the newly invented
petriffed milk. 1t Is mapufactured in
the following manner:

“By n chemlcal process the caseln
fn precipitated ns a yellowish-brown
powder, which Is mixed with formn-
line. Thereby a hornlike product s
formed, called milk stone, This sub-
stance, with varfous admixtures, formas
& subwtitute for born. turtle shell, ivory,
ecellulold, mnarble, amber and hard

rubber, Handles for Kkblves and
forks, paper cutters, crayons, plpes,
clgur holders, wenls, marbles,  stone

orinments and billlard balle are now
made of sklmmed milk. The Insolu-
