Practically Wiped Out.

FEW HAVE ANY INSURANCE

Property Destroyed Is Valued at

Aboul 430,000 — Modern  City
Wil Arise From Ashes.

Bt Helons, Or,, Bopt, 16,—A fire
which wiped ont the greater portion of
the business section of this eity started
in the Taylor Holel, at the corner of
Cowllte strout and the Btrand, st about
2:40 yonterduy mornlng, when every.
thing in the village was in peace and
sleop, The fire in supposed to have
boen Incendiary in ita origln, though
there is no clew weither to the perpe-
trator or the motive, 1t was at first
thonght by those awakened from then
slumbers that some evil-minded person
hind fired the courthouss, and all knew
that this meant the destruction of the
entire town,

The town haw & gravity system of
waterworks and & pomping aystem that
forces water from  the Columbin river,
and two streame wete soon playing upon
the flames, but owling to the extremely
inflammable condition of the wooden
boildings, they wore of no avail in pre-
venting the work of destruction, and
nothing eonld be done to sve unything
in the puth of the conflsgration, al
though the eitieon worked ke seas-
oned fire fighters, taking every possible
rink I endenvoriog to save thelr neigh-
burs' property.

The bislldings destroyed wore: The
Taylor hotel, the genernl merchandise
store of M, C, Gray, the residonce  of
W. I, Dolman, the Orlentsl hotel, the
Cruiser mloon, the 8t. Helens hotel,
the abtwtract oflies of K. K. Quick, the
law office of W, H, Powell, the resi-
ol Jack \|I'HI|'_
Hall," thres dwelling houses belonging
to Muockle Hrow,, a blscksmith shop
and lodge hall, and the residencs of
Lopa Bros,, the sawmill and dock of
Muckle Bros,

Thers were no lives lost, hut
were several very narrow escapes.  Two
young men, rooming In what wae
known as Tammany Hall, were cut off
by the fite from the staircase, and were
compelled to jump out of 8 window,
A pew bullding, jost erstesd by Dr.
Ross for & phisrmacy and lodge room,
wan saved by the most heroie work of
the volunteor firemen, The entire
front of it was soorchied black. It
now being used ns 1 temporary  post-

Francisco for Repairs,

Han Francisco, Bept. 14.—~The Rus-
slan  transport Lena, Captain Ber-
linaky, put into this port today for re-
pairs, The Lens is 81 days fiom Viad-
ivontok via Bayaniwa, Bakhalin islands,

She made the run from Bayaniwa in
19 days, which Is considered fast time,
showing that the Lena possesses speed
qualitien. The Lens has a crew of 407
men and 21 officers, and earries 28
gune. Bhe has three funnels and three
musts, Captain Berlinaky, who offie-
lnlly declares the Lena to be a trans-
port, siates that her engines and boll-
eor are in nead of repairs. After pass.
ing quarantine the Lena anehor oft
the Unlon Iron works, where she now
lies.

According to Brasseys'Navy Annual,
the Lena was formerly the Kherson, of
the Rumian volunteer flest. Brassey
refers to her as & ‘‘volunteer crulser’
and also ae & ''transport vesesl.” The
Lena han a speed of 19)§ knots. Her
hull is of steel, and her displacement
ie 10 225 tone, Bhe is 403 feet long,
54 feot 3 lnches wide, and has & dravght
of 24 feet. Bhe has two propellers.
Her indicated horsepower is 12,500,
#he was built at Hebbum, England, in
1885, According to Brassey, the Lena
carries three 4-inch quick fliing guns
and 20 of smaller cailbre.
