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Highway Bonds Sold

The state of Oregon sold $15,
000,000 of highway bonds this
week that will draw a very low
rate of Interest, all conditions
considered.

If the low interest rate of 1.615
per cent the state will pay a erl-
terion, the financial wizards of
the ecountry must figure that In-
flation will continue to splral—
and up.

Attractive to the bankers is the
fact that the bonds are tax-free,
also that Oregon has maintained
a stable credit over the years,
particularly durlng the 1951 leg-
islature when pressure groups
were In record high form,

At the 1050 general election
the people authorized $50,000,000
for payment of a veterans' bonus,
The 1951 legislature authorized
10,000,000 of highway bonds to
be pald by motor vehicle drivers
fees, motor ecarriers fees, motor
vehiele fuels taxes and fines.

The money will be used to ac-
celerate  highway  construction
and the bonds will be retired at
the rate of §750,000 a year.

The highway commisslon an.
nounced that a contract will be
awarded In November for grad.
ing and roek filling the Wllson.
ville cutolf between Portland and
Salem,

The ready sale of the highway
bonds with the low interest in-
dicates that the predicted diffi-
culty In selling the veterans'
bonds may not develop,

Oliver To Sponsor
State Cattleman
Of Year Award

A longtime Oregon caitleman,
Herman Oliver of John Day, will
sponsor an annual award to the
“state cattleman of the year.”

Selection will be made annual-
ly by a committee named to re-
present the Oregon Cattlemen'’s
association of which Oliver is a
past president. Announcement
and presentation of the annual
award will be made at the
group’s annual meeting and the
winner will receive a rotating
trophy.

Oliver made the award offer
at the Oregon Cattlemen's associ-
ation's 1951 annual meeting in
Ontario where Harry Stearns,
Prineville, was named president,

Although preparation of the
score eard to be used in making
the selection will be left to the
committee in charge, Oliver, in
making the offer, expressed this
viewpoint: The winner must be
doing an outstanding job of
range management, llvestock
improvement, be active in com-
munity affairs, and be Interested
in furtherance of 4-H work.

The contest, Oliver says, is in-
tended to:

1. Make the public and stock-
men recognize their responsibili-
ties toward land, the livestock in-
dustry, and their community.

2, Create a better working re-
lationship in conservation pro-
pects between state and federal
agencies.

3. Create a better working re-
lationship on conservation pro-
jects between local organizations,

4. Acquaint the public with the
activities and problems of stock
raising.

For many years, the Oliver
ranch at John Day has been a
good management model for oth-

er western stockmen. Oliver has

been a staunch advocate of 4-H
club work as a method of de.
veloping improved livestock and
range managemtnt, For this rea-
son he emphasized that an a.
ward contestant would strength-
en his chances by showing an
active interest in the youth pro-
gram,
