Continue Research
Senator Ben Day of Gold Hill

and Extension Agent E. M. Nelson
of The Dalles were elected chair
man and secretary, respectively,
of the legislative interim com
mittee on weather control and
modification. The organization
meeting or tne committee was
held Saturday at the Senator ho
tel. Salem. Other members of the
committee are Senator Art Lind
berg, Pendleton; Representative
V. T. Jackson, Roseburg; Repre
sentatlve Frank Farmer, Rick
reall; and Ralph Crum, lone
Senator Lindberg was unable to
attend the meeting.

Crum and Nelson were ap
pointed by Governor McKay as
advisory members to the legisla;
tiye committee. Crum also heads
trie1 weather research
group in Morrow, Gilliam, and
Sherman counties.

The committee decided it will
confine its efforts to conducting
investigation and research into
the scientific, industrial and legal
developments and advances made
in the field of weather control and
modification. The committee may
hold public hearings and make
such investigations and surveys
as is deemed advisable.

Because of the ef
forts of weather control and modi
fication on the social, economic
and political structure of the state
and nation, and in view of the
rapid and significant progress in
the science of changing or alter
ing natural weather, it was
agreed by the committee last
Saturday that an executive secre.
tary should be hired to help in
gathering available information
on the subject. He would be ex
pected to work part time in sum
marizing the data and in com
piling the results of the commit
tee's investigation and research
together with recommendations
for submission to the next regu
lar legislative assembly.

From grading demonstration
to banquet and cowboy shuffle,
Morrow County Livestockmen ad
judged their "annual
a big success. .

With the program getting un
derway a. m. Saturday
morning, the grading demonstra
tion held at the Heppner Sales
yard attracted sixty-fiv- e ranchers
and interested persons. Led by
John Landers, Livestock Special
ist, Oregon State College, classes
of young bulls, bulls in service,
cows ana weaner heiiers were
graded for quality by all present,

Starting off the afternoon ses
sion, held at the Elks lodge room
Dr. Fred McKenzie, chief, Depart
ment of Animal Husbandry, Ore
gon State College, discussed with
the 65 present, feed efficiency
testing and its relation to the
selection of breeding livestock.

Dr. McKenzie, in presenting re
sults of feeding efficiency tests-record- s

pointed out that daily
gains of fast gaining bulls versus
slow gaining had varied from
3.41 pounds to 1.34 pounds per
day. Slow gaining bulls had
used twice as much hay and over
one third more grain for the same
gains. Heifers showed differ-
ences of 2.32 pounds per day for
top gainers down to 1.32 pounds
for slow gainers. An average of
a great number of bulls .showed
the top quarter to put on a gain
of 2.93 pounds per day the slow
gaining low quarter, gains of 1.90

pounds per day. Low gaining
bulls as well as heifers in large
numbers resulted in an average
of one third more feed for com-

parable gains with fast gaining
groups. Dr. McKenzie pointed out
that simple farm testing could
be done on heifers, steers or bulls
by weighing individuals at wean
ing time, weighing the feed fed
to the group with a final weight
of individuals when they are
taken off grain and hay in the
spring. He pointed out that until
this is done, beef cattle improve
ment will not progress. Dr. Mc
Kenzie further stressed that the
day is soon to be here when buy
ers will insist on feed efficiency
test records before purchasing
breeding animals.

gon State Cattleman's Associa-
tion in addressing the group con-

fined his remarks to the "Cattle-ma- n

Fire apparently starting from

sparks carried by the high winds
- completely leveled the Midstate

Lumber company mill at Spray
Tuesday evening. No definite
loss had been established yet, but
Bud Looper, superintendent esti-- '
mated it around $65,000.

The ..mill, ..owned ..by ..Walter
Lindstrom, Junior Daggett and
Hi Merecero, all of Prineville, em-

ployed between 25 and 30 men
and cut an average of 40,000 feet
of lumber a day.

Looper told the Gazette Times
that the fire seemed to explode
and that within six minutes after
it was discovered the mill was
a mass of flames. The mill had
some fire equipment of its own
but the fire spread so rapidly that
it was impossible for the men to
reach it before it burned.

A call was made to Heppner for
aid when it was feared th flames
would spread to residences in the
town, and D. H. Jones Jr., took a
Forest Service pumper and some
hose from the forest service and
the city on a pickup to help. His

equipment was not needed, how
. ever.

The fire was discovered at
about 6:00 o'clock.

Looper stated he had no in
formation on whether the owners
planned to rebuild the mill.
