WELL ALONG is the construction of the sewage disposal plant at
the lower end of Heppner. This picture shows the main units of
the project. At the left background are parts of the forms for
the trickling filter which, when completed, will be 72 feet in dia-
meter and rock lilled. On either side of the square concrete brock
control house are the the round primary and secondary clarifiers.
The round domed structure is the digester which acts as a giant
septic tank The oblong cement foundation directly behind the
gas tank is the sludge bed where all remaining solid material
is collected. Concrete peuring will be completed this week and
officials say that the entire job is now about 60 percent completed.
