Deer hunters have only until

Sunday, Oct. 21 to get their veni-

son but before the deer season
comes to a close another big
group of nimrods will take to the
fields in search of pheasants and
chukars. The bird season opens
one-hal- f hour before sunup on
Saturday.

Bird hunters should have pretty
fair luck in this immediate area
according to Glenn Ward, state
game commission representative
who' reported tiiat 300 chukars
and 500 Mongolian pheasants
have been released in Morrow
county during the past week. He
said that 120 bob white, whicli
are just now being introduced
here, were also released recently.

This will be the first year that
a season has been opened on
chukars, though they have been
released in the county before to
build up the birds' numbers in
the area. All the chukars that
were released this week are
banded and the game commis
sion asks hunters who kill the
banded birds to turn in the bands
into either Ward, state patrolman
Bill Labhart or send them to the
Portland office of the commission.
The return of the bands can aid
the commission in its study of
the elusive chukars and hunters
are asked to report the band num
ber, date and location where the,'
bird was taken.
