Eastern Oregon should steadiastly unite In & move o wuork
wowards amending the constitution This can be started by
inftiative petition, but the same problem exists—insulficient
population in Eastern Oregon to swing the needed vote.

It might be possible to sell the rest of the state on an equitable
plan, for certainly upon the welfare of Eastern Oregon resis a
gizeable chunk of the welfare economy of the whole state.

Giles French of the Sherman County Journal, Moro, has been
credited with starting a “seccssion’ movement, This probably
was not proposed seriously In a lteral sense, becuuse it is hard
to concelve that eastern countics would want to secede from the
rest of the state even If It were possible,

However, an “economic socesglon” might be more feasible
and might give Multnomah and other western counties a maore
significant idea of the imporiance of Eastern Oregon to Uregon
a8 a whole. Rallroads, (rucking companies, barge lines, whole-
salers, suppliers, and hundreds of firms have lucrative business
connections with Eastern Uregon outlets, Think of the importance
of our wheat and livesiock industries, just to mention a couple,
to Portland flrms.

Now, what if we turned in another direction—say to Eastern
Washington—Walia Walla, Spokane—and took our business
there, ‘Ihe populous western Uregon countles would surely feel
the Impact. Just one small ilustration occurs to us. This news-

per deals with Portland paper houses, A Walla Walla tirm
would like to do more business with us. They will compete with
Portland on price, and they can give even faster service. The
little business we do wouldn't hurt Portland one lota i we
vgeceded oconomically” and went to Washingion, but if the
thousands of businesses and industries all over Eastern Oregon
did the same thing, it would be felt.

This is not to propose¢ such “economic secession,” but when
salesmen come through and when every Eastern Oregon business
trades with the western part ol the state, we should Impress
them with this problem and ask for support for adequate rep-
resentation. 1t is talr and right, because what 1s for our wellare
1% nlso for their wellare.

Several plans have been proposed lor a more equitable plan
of representation. One of the foremost is the federal plan, which
would have one legislative house based on population, and the
other with cach county represented, regardiess of population.
Thus Morrow would have at least one senator or representative
of its own In the one house, as well as sharing at least one with,
neighboring countles in the house based on population.

Editor French points out that daily press has referred to the
federal plan as “radical” He wisely points out that It has not
been considered radical on the national level as it has been
used to contribute tp the development of our country.

As a matter of fact, we can see litle justifciation for the
expense, trouble and confuslon of a bicameral legislature (two
houses) at ull 1f our repregentation is based solely on population.
A unicameral system (such as in Nebraska) would seemn much
less custly, less cumbersome and certainly more efficlent,

Our Moro nelghbor says, “Any plan must be voted on by the
people. Any plan will have opposition. Any plan that wins must
be euslly explalnable.”

He's right on all counts. Let's get together on an equitable
plan, gather our funds and resources for the job, and work to-
wards o constitutional amendment that embraces the chosen
plan. In the meantime, let us not loge any opportunity to point

out to our western Oregon friends why it is only democratie and
to thelr best Interests for us to have adequate representation.
