“You Deont Have
Retire Completely to Get Soclal
Security Benefits,” the leaflet ex-
plains changes In_ the Iaw re-
ently enacted by Congress
which raises the amount an old-
or worker can earn and still col-
leet some benefits in addition to
his earnings.

Older working people, made
¢ligible to collect some benefits
necouse of these changes, will
peed to get thelr applications on
file before the end of January
1962, according to Vernon A
Welo. distriet manager of the
La Grande social security office.
Mherwise, they stand a chance
of losing some of the social se-
curity payments now due them.

He eited the example of a
couple who would be entitled
upon application to a monthly
check of $180, about the maxi.
