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Space Age Park Dream N

Oregon's dream of a space
age industrial park at Board-
man  was nearing reality last
week, at a cost of about $900,-
000, u vear after the target date
orlginally set for leasing the
100,000-acre site to the Boeing
Company.

State crews were busy pre-
paring to move the Navy's homb-
ing range to its new locatlon
about five miles east of its old
location. New roads must be
graded out of the sandy soil and
a rew cireular target area bull-
dozed In the sagebrush. Reflec-
tors which mark the target for
pilots bombing by radar are be-
ing installed, Sam Mallicoat, di-
rector of the Department of Plan-
ning and Development, reported.,

Four observation towers are
heing moved from the West half
of the range and arranged in a
virele around the bullseye on a
three-mile radius for visual ob-
servation of bomb strikes.

In addition, three corridors
must he marked out to desig-
nate the approach zones required
by the Navy. Navy hombers from
Whidbey Island Naval Air Station
fly many of thelr practice mis-
gsions at low altitude. As they

approach the target, they hit the
deck, skimming low above the
ground through these approach

corridors to skip or loft their
bombs intg the target.
The Department of Planning

and Development has acquired
easements from land owners to
permit  low-level flights  over
these approach zones. Each zone
is slx nautical miles wide and
10 nautical miles long,

Onee the Navy's bombing fa.
cilities have been moved from
the West half of the Boardman
Bombing Hange to the east half,
the final physical step towiard
completion of the complex deal
will have been taken.,

The Navy will then deed the
western half of the bombing
range to the state of Oregon, as
authorized by the special law
passed by Congress last Septem-
ber, Oregon can then hand over
the 100,000-acre tract to Boelng
on an 80-year lease at $60,000° a
veir for use as a missile testing
site, Target date for actual trans-
fer 1s early July,

The Boelng Company signed
a lease apreement in January,
1961, expecting to move onto the
site hy July, 1961. An initial
plan to trade state lands near
Wagontire for the whole Navy
Boardman range [failed when
the Navy raised objections to the
Wagontire site,

The lease with Boelng includes
un easement to permit low:level
bombing by Navy hombers ap-

ears Reality

proaching from the west. This
will not prevent use of land with-
in the corridor by Boeing, pro-
vided no high structures are
bullt there. The same is true of
grazing and farm land lying
within the other flight corridors
covered by easements. Owners
may continue to use this land,

provided they build no high
structures to interfere with bomb
runs.

Boeing has indicated it will

move ontg the land the minute
the lease Is signed by the state,
Boeing has already made sur.
veys, mapped the area and made
sall tests and borings for wells,

The company's growing need
for the spacious range was em-
phasized last week when the
National Aeronautics and Space

Adminigtration announced Ilhnl
Boeing is one of four firms
awarded contracts  to  study

launeh vehicles and space flight
systems for future flights,
Boeing will make preliminary
deslgn studies for a solid pro-
pellant racket to hoost a Nova
satellite to the moon and will
design a reusable ground launch
vehiicle in the 50 to 100-ton or
bital payload class. These studies
look beyond the Saturn liguid-
fueled rocket, designed to shoot
a team of men to the moan,
Boeing has a contract to build
the first stage of the massive
Saturn space hoaster.
