County Agent Harold Kerr.

Don't forget the maintenance,
he urges, because any breaks or
loose connections couia mane
your system more of a hazard
than a help. And during Spring
Clean up is a good time to make
this check-up- , to be ready for
summer storms.

The check-u- p should cover
these points:

Examine all conductors care-
fully for breaks. Repair any
loose connections.

Make sure of the system's
grounding you might better
have a lightning rod expert do
this.

'Take good care of your light-
ning rod system, and it will
take good care of you," says
Harold Kerr.

"If you don't have this pro-
tection on your property, how-

ever, you should give most ser-

ious consideration to installing
one. Almost one out of ten fires
on farms are caused by light
