Freshman
English was kept as a standard
year-lon- course which provides
an orientation and Introduction
for the other English courses.
As formerly English will be re
quired every semester until
graduation.

Semester courses in Language
Study, Composition, Literature
as well as related English
courses which offer elective
credit will be given on student
demand. Specific courses not of-

fered in one semester because
of lack of demand will reappear
on the course offerings in the
student's three-yea- r elective
English program another year.

Teachors outlined the object
ives of the Language Arts De-

partment, course outlines in
cluding visual aids and other
supplementary materials. They
wrote course descriptions for the
new curriculum and worked out
a student's selection sheet.
