To Be Universal

Grace Drake, Morrow Coun-
ty Juvenile Director, was In
Portland last week to attend the
Oregon  Corrections  Associatian
Annual Conferenee. The most
outstanding address was glven
by Joseph Coughlin, the assist-
ant director of Juvenile Services
for the state of Ilinois. He drew
an analogy between the diserep.

Lancies of our own adult society
