Museum gels

bustle chair

An antique bustle chair was
added to the collection at the
museum last week.

Curator Rachel Harnett said
the carved mahogany chair
was presented by Louise and
Ernest Joiner of the Gazette-
Times. The chair may be
viewed in the costume corner
bevond the stuffed animal
room and before one enters
the “‘gun room."

This chair with its carved
arms and legs was built
during the 1870s, just a little
over 100 years ago. It is a
two-way chair, that is, it has
neither front nor back, It is
still wearing its original fabric
covering on the pillowed seat,
which though slightly faded is
in fine condition for material
that old

Costume history shows that
busties, cushions which made
women's skirts stick out in
hack. first came into voague in
France in the late 16008, Alter
fading in popularity for some
time, bustles were revived
about 1780, Just before 1780
women wore Light corsets and
great round skirts held out by
a hoop. Bustles again came

back in style in France and
many other countries. After
the ‘outbreak of the French
Revolution in 1789 (ashions
changed again and simpler
clothes became the mode.

The museum's gift chair
was produced in the United
States during the third bustle
period, In 1870, soon after the
Civil War, full-skirted dresses
again gave way to bustle
gowns, which require a little
less vardage. When faghion-
able ladies of that period
gathered in the foyers of
homes before dinner parties
they were seated on these
open-backed bustle chairs so
that their bustles would not be
crushed before the evening's
festivities began.
