There has been a decrease
in referrals bul the erimes are
more serious, Carolyn Davis,
juvenile director for Morrow
County told the Heppner
Chamber of Commerce Mon-
day.

During 1975, the department
recorded 175 referrals, as
compared to 195 lotal refer-
rals for the previous date.
