He does and this time, it works.
Rick Peterson of Ione is one of a handful of area hang

glider enthusiasts who each week, strap themselves to huge
kites of durable cloth and fly through the air.

Peterson, 19, has been flying for Just over a year but he's no
novice to the sport.

He got interested at Blue Mountain Community College
last spring term. A poster on a bulletin board caught his eye.
it told of a new hang gliding shop in Pendleton.

The long time motorcyclist was interested. The first day
the shop opened, Rick was at the door. He wanted lessons and
the shopman asked when he'd like to start.

Rick said later that week. He went back to school. But that
afternoon, his enthusiasm grew. Adrenalin pumping, he went
back to the shop that afternoon and started his flying career.

Last week he placed fifth at the Clickitat Hanging Gliding

that is the 28th best kiter in the world.

Peterson's flying buddy, Dan Akers, along with Tom
Heimbigner, Joe Halvorsen, Mike Warren and Ron
Palmateer from lone and Jack Chidey of Heppner.

Peterson, ranked a hang 2, will try, more than likely
successful for his hang 3 rcting this weekend at
The highest rating is a hang 5.

He flies a 32 foot Dragon Fly. A high performance kite, it is
rated for a flier with a hang 4 rating but Peterson said he "cut
some corners to get it."

The kite has a custom spread with probably an extra
couple hundred bucks worth of options. A kite of that caliber
can run to $1,000.

This is Rick's second kite. The kite he started with was a 19

footer. Rick said a beginner could probably get a good kite to
start with for around $600 or even cheaper.

Most of the rolling hills in the area don't offer great flying
access, but one big bluff, five miles from Ione, is rated as one
of the top flying areas in Eastern Oregon.
